Review:  
The Norfolk Southern Foundation has made funds available to help offset operational expenses for hazardous materials teams when training or purchasing equipment to enhance a response.
The grant is a non-matching grant. 

This action complies with the Strategic Operating Plan by better planning for the Hazardous Materials Team to assist in making Asheville a safer city, based on appropriate metrics for similarly sized cities.
