Meeting Notes

Introductions:
· Lindsey Simerly called the meeting to order. The August 2013 meeting notes were approved with the following revision request from Scott Dedman: Remove the request for a map showing all available land for sale. 
Updates:
· Jeff Staudinger provided an update on tax credit awards, noting that Givens Estate proposal for elder housing was not awarded credits. He also updated the Committee on City Council’s approval of the Eagle Market Place project.  
· Judy Daniel provided an update on the Chestnut Street development, reporting that the project has been delayed by a neighbor who is appealing in order to stall construction. The item will go to the Board of Adjustment in November. 
Unfinished Business:
· Lindsey Simerly provided an update on the stakeholder engagement process. Judy Daniels suggested adding a question about allowed density levels. AHAC members will contact developers before the next meeting to set up interviews, and will inform Jeff Staudinger about meeting dates to ensure COA staff presence. If additional developers are identified, they will be assigned to other AHAC members. Non-profit groups will be contacted for interviews later. A survey may be distributed to include more participants outside of regular interviews.  COA staff will provide AHAC with a template for the interviews by the end of this week. · Staff will present to council a zoning study of the Kennilworth area to identify parcels that should be rezoned to account for steep properties.  
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Jeff Staudinger provided a review of the AHAC annual schedule to determine items that have been addressed and those that need to be focused on. The Committee should be ready by December to make recommendations to Council about the UDO. 
· Scott Dedman requested that staff provide an update on the Transit Corridor Density Bonus options. One question is whether the Urban Place density or Urban Residential District are being applied. Judy Daniels stated that staff is considering allowing more density in the River District and will provide AHAC with an update on the density question. Council has previously rejected staff’s suggestions to allow higher density along transit corridors. 
· The Landlord Tenant Education discussion will be revisited in November. 
 New Business:
· Judy Daniels provided an update on Form Based Codes and what is happening on Haywood Road in West Asheville. Market demand is leaning towards more walkability, shorter drives, and accessibility. The Form Based Code announcement will be sent to the AHAC. 
· Jeff Staudinger provided an update on the new HUD federal rules regarding HOME funding. The new rules may affect how affordable housing projects are funded in the future. New limits have been placed on number of years to completion required, and vacancy limits when trying to sell a newly constructed home. COA staff must assess the relative risk of projects. The next HOME and CDBG funding cycle begins in December 2013. Staff will provide guidance to applicants about how the new rules will affect their project plans. There were no significant changes to TBRA. The COA Community Development Division will be preparing its 5 year Consolidated Plan beginning in 2014.
