Unfinished Business

UDO and Affordable Housing - Shannon Tuch presented on possible use of Form Based Codes.  After a discussion on how Form Base Codes can affect affordable housing within the city, Shannon agreed to keep the committee up to date on movement of the Form Base Code process. 
Shannon also discussed the Affordable Density Bonus, and showed the Committee a map  showing ¼ mile of the 30 minute frequency transit routes.  The Committee discussed issues that are associated with allowing increased density in “single-family” neighborhoods. 
Tenant’s Flyer – Mae Creadick is working on the flyer, she suggests moving the discussion and finalizing at the October meeting as the laws are currently changing. 

New Business 
Affordable Housing Bond – Mae Creadick presented information on how other cities have used Affordable Housing Bonds.  The committee agreed to review the information further, Lindsey Simerly will send more information to the group for a more in-depth discussion at the next meeting. 
Other
Sale of City Property – Lindsey Simerly inquired about the possibility of designating a portion of the sale of city owned to go to affordable housing and suggested a recommendation to the HCD Committee.  The committee agreed to discuss this further when they have more information.
