Imminently Homeless





Someone who is imminently homeless is currently housed and being evicted, being asked to leave, or need to leave their housing for another reason (e.g. health/safety concerns, unaffordable rent, institutional discharge, family conflict, etc.), 


AND


Expects to lose their housing within one week (7 days), 


AND


Lacks the resources and support networks needed to obtain or maintain housing.








Households





Households w/Dependant Children  – at least one adult and child present on night of count


Households w/out Dependant Children – single adults or adult couples w/out children. It also includes adults who have children, but whose children are not present on the night of the count.


Households of ONLY Children – (NEW in 2011) Households in which every person is under the age of 18.  This includes unaccompanied children under 18, adolescent parents and their children, adolescent siblings, or other household configurations composed of children.











Sheltered/Unsheltered:





Sheltered  homeless persons are residing in emergency shelter (including domestic violence shelters) or in transitional housing on the night of the count.


Unsheltered homeless persons are residing in places not meant for human habitation on the night of the count, such as cars, parks, sidewalks, abandon buildings, or on the street.








Homeless





Only people who are literally homeless according to HUD’s definition should be counted in the Point-in-Time Count.  This means that on the night of the count, the are living:


In emergency shelter, including domestic violence shelters


In transitional housing for persons who originally came from the streets or emergency shelters, or


In places not meant for human habitation such as cars, parks, sidewalks, abandoned buildings, or in the street.





Chronic Homelessness:  (Updated for 2011)





An unaccompanied homeless individual (18 or older) with a disabling condition OR a family with at least one adult member (18 or older) who has a disabling condition who has either been continuously homeless for a year OR has had at least four episodes of homelessness in the past three years.








Precariously Housed





Someone who is precariously housed is currently housed and being evicted, being asked to leave, or need to leave their housing for another reason (e.g. health/safety concerns, unaffordable rent, institutional discharge, family conflict, etc.), 


AND


May or may not have resources and support networks needed to obtain or maintain housing.
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
