The Montford Recreation Center, located at 34 Pearson Drive in Asheville, will be closed
October 14 — November 8, 2013 during renovations to gymnasium. During this time, Montford
Center programs and staff will be relocated at the Stephens-Lee Recreation Center located at
30 George Washington Carver Avenue.

Renovations on the gym began in August with removal of bleachers, new lighting and interior
paint. Work is now beginning to replace the gym floor, followed by installation of new bleachers.
The renovation work is expected to be complete by January 2014.

The Montford Center will reopen on November 11, 2013. The gym will continue to be closed
until all work is complete in January 2014.
