 Bidders are notified that the City of Asheville has adopted a Minority Business Plan which 
established guidelines and verifiable percentage goals for participation by minority businesses in 
the awarding of construction contracts.  Minority businesses are invited to participate.  The 
verifiable percentage goal for participation in this contract by minority businesses is 3% for 
African Americans, 8% for women and 1% for Hispanic, Asian and Native Americans. 
 
For purposes of minority business outreach, this project is building construction.  These projects 
are reported to the State of North Carolina and only HUB participation is counted toward the goal.  
This does not prohibit your company from contracting with other minorities or women owned firms 
certified by other agencies.  This is only for the purpose of the goal attainment.  You can access

At a minimum, the Bidder shall either establish or certify that they will do the work for this contract 
with its own forces (no subcontracting) by providing MB Form B, or the Bidder shall make a good 
faith effort to recruit and select minority owned businesses among the bidder’s subcontractors 
(MB Form A, C and D or E depending on goal attainment). 

 
 Bidders are also notified that the City of Asheville is a drug-free workplace employer.  
The Asheville City Council has also adopted a policy requiring contractors entering into a 
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construction contract with the City of Asheville to provide a drug-free workplace in the 
performance of any City of Asheville contract. 
 
 In order to be eligible to submit a bid or proposal for a City of Asheville construction 
contract, a prospective contractor must certify that it will, if awarded the contract, provide a drug-
free workplace during the performance of the contract.  This requirement is met by: 
 

a) Notifying employees that the unlawful manufacture, distribution, dispensation, 
possession, or use of a controlled substance is prohibited in the workplace and 
specify the actions that will be taken for violations of such prohibition; 

b) Establishing a drug-free awareness program to inform employees about (i) the 
dangers of drug abuse in the workplace, (ii)  the Contractor’s policy of 
maintaining a drug-free workplace, (iii)  any available drug counseling, 
rehabilitation, and employee assistance programs, and (iv)  the penalties that 
may be imposed upon employees for drug abuse violation; 

c) Notifying each employee that as a condition of employment, the employee will (i) 
abide by the terms of the prohibition outlined in 13.9.1 above, and (ii)  notify the 
Contractor of any criminal drug statute conviction for a violation occurring in the 
workplace not later than five (5) days after such conviction; 

d) Notifying the Owner within ten (10) days after receiving from an employee a 
notice of a criminal drug statute conviction or after otherwise receiving actual 
notice of such conviction; 

e) Imposing a sanction on, or require the satisfactory participation in a drug 
counseling, rehabilitation or abuse program by, an employee convicted of drug 
crime; and 

f) Making a good faith effort to continue to maintain a drug-free workplace for 
employees. 

 
 By submitting a bid of proposal, a prospective contractor certifies that it will comply with 
the City of Asheville’s drug-free workplace requirement.  A false certification or the failure to 
comply with the above drug-free workplace requirements during the performance of the contract 
shall be grounds for suspension, termination, or debarment. 
 
 A mandatory pre-bid conference will be held on November 22, 2016, at 2:00pm at the site 
of the work, 200 Bingham Road, Asheville, North Carolina, 28801.  The project, the City’s Minority 
Business Plan and the City’s Drug-Free Workplace Policy will be explained. A copy of the City of 
Asheville Minority Business Requirements is attached. 
 
 All bidders must have current North Carolina licenses for all work for the project. 
 
 All bids must be submitted on the form of bid proposal provided.  All bids must be 
enclosed in a sealed envelope and properly labeled. 
 
 Bid proposals shall include the cost of required insurance and bonds and payment of any 
applicable local, State and Federal taxes.  The City Council of the City of Asheville has adopted a 
policy that the City of Asheville will not enter into contracts with bidders who are delinquent in the 
payment of ad valorem taxes owed to the City of Asheville. 
 
 Each bid shall be accompanied by a deposit with the City of Asheville of cash, or a 
cashier’s check, or a certified check on some bank or trust company insured by the Federal 
Deposit Insurance Corporation in an amount equal to not less than five percent (5%) of the bid 
amount.  In lieu of making the cash deposit as above provided, the bidder may file a bid bond 
executed by a corporate surety licensed under the laws of North Carolina to execute such bonds, 
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conditioned that the surety will upon demand forthwith make payment to the obligee upon said 
bond if the bidder fails to execute the contract in accordance with the bid bond.  This deposit shall 
be retained if the successful bidder fails to execute the contract within ten (10) days after the 
award of bid or fails to give satisfactory surety as required in N. C. Gen. Stat. sec. 143-129. 
 
 The successful bidder will be required to furnish a performance bond and a payment 
bond in the amount of one hundred percent (100%) of the contract amount.  Those bonds shall 
meet the requirements of N. C. Gen. Stat. sec. 143-129 and of Article 3 of Chapter 44A of the 
North Carolina General Statutes. 
 
 No bid may be withdrawn after bids have been opened, except as provided in N. C. Gen. 
Stat. sec. 143-129.1. Bids must remain in good standing for a period of 45 days. 
 
 The City of Asheville reserves the right to reject any or all bids and to waive informalities.

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 All Bids shall be prepared in accordance with the following requirements: 
 

1. PREPARATION OF BIDS: 

 
 1. The Bid Proposal form furnished by the City shall be used and shall not be 

altered. 
 
 2. All entries including signatures shall be written in ink. 
 
 3. The Bidder shall submit a lump sum price for every item in the Bid form 

unless specific directions in the Invitation for Bids allow for partial Bids.  The unit 
or lump sum prices bid for the various Contract Items shall be written figures. 

 
4. A Total Bid shall be entered in the Bid form for every item on which a unit 
price has been submitted.  The total Bid for each item other than lump sum 
items shall be determined by multiplying each unit price bid by the quantity for 
that item, and shall be written in figures in the "Total Bid" column in the Bid form.  
In case of a discrepancy between the unit price bid for a Contract Item and the 
Total Bid for that item, the unit price bid shall govern.  In the case of lump sum 
items, the price shall be written in figures in the "Total Bid" column in the Bid 
form. 

 
 5. The Total Contract Bid Price shall be written in figures in the proper place 

in the Bid form.  The Total Contract Bid Price shall be determined by adding the 
Total Bid for each item. 

 
 6. Changes in any entry shall be made by marking through the entry in ink 

and making the correct entry adjacent thereto in ink.  The individual signing the 
Bid shall initial the change in ink. 

 
 7. The Bid shall be properly executed.  In order to constitute proper 

execution; the Bid shall be executed in strict compliance with the following.  No 
other forms of execution will be accepted. 

 
a. If a Bid is by an individual, it shall show the name and address of the 

individual and shall be signed by the individual. 
 
b. If the Bid is by a Corporation, the President or Vice-president of the 

Corporation shall execute it in the name of the Corporation.  The 
Secretary or Assistant Secretary shall attest the signature(s).  The seal of 
the Corporation shall be affixed.  The Bid shall show the address of the 
principal office of the Corporation. 

 
c. If the Bid is made by a Partnership, one of the general partners shall 

execute it in the name of the Partnership, by the address shown for the 
Partnership. 
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d. If the Bid is a joint venture, it shall be executed by each of the joint 

ventures in the appropriate manner set out above.  The address for the 
joint venture shall be shown. 

 
8. The Bid shall not contain any unauthorized additions, deletions or 
conditional bids. 

 
 9. The Bidder shall not add any provisions reserving the right to accept or 

reject an award, or to enter into a Contract pursuant to an award. 
 
 10. The Bid shall not contain irregularities of any kind, which make the Bid 

incomplete, indefinite, or ambiguous as to its meaning. 
 
 11. Alternative Bids will not be considered unless specifically called for. Where 

numbered Alternate Bid Items are provided under any Contract, each Bidder 
must submit a bid price for each numbered Alternate Item. 

 
 12. All attachments, certifications or acknowledgments attached to the Bid 

shall be executed in the same manner as the Bid. 
 
 13. For projects bid in the single-prime alternative, the names and license 

numbers of major subcontractors shall be listed on the proposal form.  
 
 14. Unit prices quoted in the proposal shall include overhead and profit and 

shall be the full compensation for the contractor's cost involved in the work.  
 

2. EXAMINATION OF CONDITIONS: 

 
It is understood and mutually agreed that by submitting a bid the bidder 
acknowledges that he has carefully examined all documents pertaining to the 
work, the location, accessibility and general character of the site of the work and 
all existing buildings and structures within and adjacent to the site, and has 
satisfied himself as to the nature of the work, the condition of existing buildings 
and structures, the conformation of the ground, the character, quality and 
quantity of the material to be encountered, the character of the equipment, 
machinery, plant and any other facilities needed preliminary to and during 
prosecution of the work, the general and local conditions, the construction 
hazards, and all other matters, including, but not limited to, the labor situation 
which can in any way affect the work under the contract, and including all safety 
measures required by the Occupational Safety and Health Act of 1970 and all 
rules and regulations issued pursuant thereto.  
 
It is further mutually agreed that by submitting a proposal the bidder 
acknowledges that he has satisfied himself as to the feasibility and meaning of 
the plans, drawings, specifications and other contract documents for the 
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construction of the work and that he accepts all the terms, conditions and 
stipulations contained therein; and that he is prepared to work in cooperation 
with other contractors performing work on the site.  
 
The failure or omission of any Bidder to thoroughly examine and familiarize 
himself with the Contract Documents or to receive or examine any form, 
instrument or document or visit the site and acquaint himself with the conditions 
there existing shall in no way relieve any Bidder from any obligation in respect to 
his bid. 
 
No verbal agreement or conversation with any officer, agent or employee of the 
Owner, either before or after the execution of the Contract, shall affect or modify 
any of the terms or obligations in the Contract Document’s. 
 
If applicable, reference is made in the contract documents for the identification 
of surveys and investigation reports of subsurface or latent physical conditions 
at the site or otherwise affecting performance of the work which have been 
relied upon by the designer in preparing the documents.  
 
Any reasonable request for access to the site will be honored by the owner. 

 
3. RECEIPT AND OPENING OF BIDS: 

 
 Each Bid package must be submitted in an opaque sealed envelope, plainly 

marked on the outside, addressed and delivered as shown below.  
 

The Bid Bond must be clearly labeled in a separately sealed envelope from the 
Bid in the sealed Bid package.  The Bid must also be clearly labeled in a 
separately sealed envelope from the Bid Bond in the sealed Bid package.   

 

If forwarded by mail, the sealed envelope containing the separately sealed Bid 
and separately sealed Bid Bond must be enclosed in another envelope 
addressed to the City of Asheville, Water Resources Department, P.O. Box 
7148, Asheville, North Carolina 28802.

 Bids received prior to the advertised hour of opening will be securely kept sealed.  

The officer whose duty it is to open them will decide when the specified time has 
arrived, and no Bid received thereafter will be considered.  A mailed Bid will be 
treated in every respect as though filed in person and will be subject to the same 
requirements. It shall be the specific responsibility of the bidder to deliver his bid 
to the proper official at the selected place and prior to the announced time for the 
opening of bids. Later delivery of a bid for any reason, including delivery by any 
delivery service, shall disqualify the bid. 

 
 Bids received subsequent to the advertised hour of opening will be returned to 

the Bidder unopened. At the time and place fixed for the opening of Bids, the 
Owner will cause to be opened and publicly read aloud every Bid received within 
the time set for receiving Bids, irrespective of any irregularities therein.  Bidders 
and other persons properly interested may be present in person or by 
representative. 

  
4. WITHDRAWAL OR REVISION OF BIDS: 

  
 A Bidder may, without prejudice to himself, withdraw a Bid after it has been 

delivered to the Owner provided the request for such withdrawal is made either in 
writing or by email to the project manager/engineer, presiding over the public 
opening of Bids before the date and time set for the opening of Bids.  The bidder 
may then submit a revised Bid provided it is received prior to the time set for 
opening of Bids.  Any withdrawal of a bid after the opening of Bids shall be in 
accordance with N.C. General Statute Section 143-129.1. 

 
 Only those persons authorized to sign Bids shall be recognized as being qualified 

to withdraw a Bid. 
 

5. ADDENDA AND INTERPRETATIONS: 

 
 No interpretations of the meaning of the Plans, Specifications or other portions 

of the Contract Documents will be made orally. All questions and communication 
should be directed in writing to:

Any and all such interpretations and any supplemental 
instructions will be in the form of written Addenda which, if issued, will be posted 
on the City of Asheville bid page and emailed to all known holders of Contract 
Documents.  This will be transmitted no later than three (3) days prior to the day 
fixed for the opening of bids.  Failure of any Bidder to receive any such Addenda 
shall not relieve said Bidder from any obligation under his Bid as submitted.  All 
Addenda so issued shall become part of the Contract Documents.

6. QUALIFICATIONS OF BIDDERS: 

 
 It is the intention of the Owner to award the Contract(s) to a Bidder competent to 

perform and complete the work described in a satisfactory manner.  Before 
awarding the contract, the owner may require the apparent low bidder to qualify 
himself to be a responsible bidder by furnishing any or all of the following data 
within 5 days following the Bid Opening:  

 
(1) Evidence of Bidder’s Certification and license to perform the work and 

services.  
  

(2) Evidence of Bidder's experience to perform the work and financial statements 
reasonably available for 3 years immediately preceding the date of the Bid 
Opening.  

 
(3) Evidence of Safety record of the Bidder to include OSHA 300 Logs for the 

Bidder’s firm for the 5 years prior to the Bid Opening and the most recent 
Worker’s Compensation Rating (or if the Bidder is self-insured, a complete 
listing shall be submitted of lost time on-the-job accidents for the past 5 years;  

 
(4) A Preliminary Progress Schedule (hereinafter collectively called “Qualification 

Information”.  
 

The Preliminary Progress Schedule shall consist of a time scaled bar chart 
and narrative in accordance with appropriate formats as specified by the 
Owner. 
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(5) Bidder's financial resources, adequacy of plant and equipment, organization 
and prior  experience (including a list setting forth twenty of the Successful 
Bidder's most recent projects and the name and address and telephone number 
of the owner of each such project).  Financial information shall be certified by a 
Certified Public Accountant, and will be submitted on the Associated General 
Contractors of America Form "Standard Questionnaires and Financial Statement 
for Bidders" available from AGC, 1975 "E", NW, Washington, DC  20006;  
"Questionnaire" form Section 00430 (Included in Contract Document 
Specifications). 

 
 The Owner may make such other investigation as it deems necessary to 

determine the qualifications of the Bidder to perform the work and the Bidder 
shall furnish to the Owner all such information and data for this purpose as the 
Owner may reasonably request.  The Owner reserves the right to reject any Bid 
if the evidence submitted by, or investigation of, such Bidder (1) Fails to satisfy 
the Owner that such Bidder is properly qualified to carry out the obligations of 
the Contract, and to complete the work contemplated therein in a reasonable 
manner and time; or (2) Fails to satisfy the Owner that such Bidder has 
maintained a satisfactory safety record over the past 5 years.  Conditional Bids 
will not be accepted. 

 
 Bidders shall comply with all applicable laws regulating the practice of General 

Contracting as contained in Chapter 87 of the General Statutes of North 
Carolina. 

 
 All Bidders must be General Building Contractors licensed in the State of North 

Carolina to perform work of a nature as required by the Contract Documents.  
 

7. BID SECURITY: 

 
 Each bid must be accompanied by a Bid Bond, cash, cashier’s check or a 

certified check of the Bidder made payable to the Owner in an amount not less 
than five percent (5%) of the amount of the Bid.  Bid Bonds shall be issued by a 
corporate surety licensed under the laws of North Carolina to execute such 
bonds. 

 
  The Bid Security shall be submitted in a separate sealed envelope from the Bid 

Proposal. 
 
 When the Bidder elects to submit a certified check or cashier’s check as his Bid 

Bond, the check shall be drawn on a bank or trust company insured by the 
Federal Deposit Insurance Corporation. 

 

 Where alternate items are included in the Bid, the amount of bid security shall 
be not less than five percent (5%) of the alternate, or combination of alternates, 
that result in the highest Bid. 
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 Revised Bids submitted before the opening of Bids, if representing an increase 
of the original Bid, must have the Bid security adjusted accordingly, otherwise 
the Bid will not be considered. 

 
 The security of the Bidders will be released upon the earlier to occur of (a) the 

expiration of five days after the Contract has been signed by the accepted 
Bidder and the Owner; or (b) the expiration of sixty (60) days after the day the 
bids are opened, upon demand of any such bidders whose bid has not been 
accepted prior to such demand. 

 
 In the event that all Bids are rejected, the security of all Bidders whose security 

has not been previously returned will be returned at the time of such rejection. 
 

8. COLLUSIVE AGREEMENTS: 

 
 Each Bidder submitting a Bid to the Owner for any portion of the work 

contemplated by the documents on which bidding is based, shall execute and 
attach thereto an affidavit substantially in the form herein provided, to the effect 
that he has not entered into a collusive agreement with any person, firm or 
corporation in regard to any Bid submitted. 

 
 Before executing any Sub-contract, the successful Bidder shall submit the name 

of any proposed Sub- contractor for prior approval and an affidavit substantially 
as above. 

 
9. TAXES 

 
 The Contractor shall include in his Bid the cost of all sales and use taxes and 

furnish to the Owner with each progress pay application, a statement setting 
forth all such taxes paid.  This statement shall indicate the amount paid to each 
firm and be adequate for audit by the State Department of Revenue.  

 
10. SUBSTITUTIONS 

 
           In accordance with the provisions of G.S. 133-3, material, product, or equipment 

substitutions proposed by the bidders to those specified herein can only be 
considered during the bidding phase until seven (7) days prior to the receipt of 
bids when submitted to the Designer with sufficient data to confirm material, 
product, or equipment equality.  Proposed substitutions submitted after this time 
will be considered only as potential change order. 

 
 Submittals for proposed substitutions shall include the following information: 

 
a) Name, address, and telephone number of manufacturer and supplier as 

appropriate. 
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b) Trade name, model or catalog designation. 
 
c) Product data including performance and test data, reference standards, 

and technical descriptions of material, product, or equipment.  Include 
color samples and samples of available finishes as appropriate. 

 
d) Detailed comparison with specified products including performance 

capabilities, warranties, and test results. 
 

e) Other pertinent data including data requested by the Designer to confirm 
product equality.  

 
f) If a proposed material, product, or equipment substitution is deemed equal 

by the Designer to those specified, all bidders of record will be notified by 
Addendum. 

  
11. COMPARISON OF BIDS: 

 
 Bids will be compared on the basis of the totals of the lump sum prices bid for 

these items.  The resulting total Contract Bid Price will be compared which will 
include and cover the furnishing of all materials, and the performance of all labor 
requisite or proper, and completing of all the work called for under the 
accompanying Contract, and in the manner set forth and described in the 
Contract Documents. 

 
 The lowest Bidder under each Contract will be that Bidder whose Bid totals the 

lowest number of dollars as determined above. 
 
 When numbered Alternate bid items are required, the lowest Bidder is the 

Bidder whose bid for the Alternate or combination of Alternates, selected by the 
Owner is the lowest.  The Owner reserves the right to select any Alternate or 
combinations of Alternates. 

  
12. OPENING OF BIDS: 

 
 Upon opening, all bids shall be read aloud. Once bidding is closed, there shall 
not be any withdrawal of bids by any bidder and no bids may be returned by the 
designer to any bidder. After the opening of bids, no bid may be withdrawn, 
except under the provisions of General Statute 143-129.1, for a period of forty 
five (45) days unless otherwise specified. Should the successful bidder default 
and fail to execute a contract, the contract may be awarded to the next lowest 
and responsible bidder. The owner reserves the unqualified right to reject any 
and all bids. 
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13. AWARD OF CONTRACT: 

 
The award of the Contract will be made to the lowest responsible, responsive 
bidder, who, in the opinion of the Owner, is qualified to perform the work 
required and is responsible and reliable.  When Alternate Bid items are required 
in the Bid, the Contract will be awarded to that responsible Bidder who’s Bid for 
the Alternate or combination of Alternates, selected by the Owner, is the lowest. 
 
These Bids are asked for in good faith, and awards will be made as soon as 
practicable, provided satisfactory Bids are received. 
 
The Owner may consider informal and reject any Bid not prepared and 
submitted in accordance with the provisions hereof. 
 
The right is reserved to waive informalities in bidding, to reject any or all Bids, or 
to accept a Bid other than the lowest submitted if such action is deemed to be in 
the best interest of the Owner. 

 
14. PAYMENT AND PERFORMANCE BONDS 

 
The successful bidder, upon award of contract, shall furnish payment and         
performance bonds in an amount equal to 100% of the contract price. Each 
contractor shall furnish a performance bond and payment bond executed by a 
surety company authorized to do business in North Carolina. The bonds shall be 
in the full contract amount. Bonds shall be executed in the form bound with 
these specifications. All bonds shall be countersigned by an authorized agent of 
the bonding company who is licensed to do business in North Carolina.      

 
15. COMMENCEMENT OF WORK: 

 
 Upon execution and delivery of the Contract and the delivery of the required 

performance and payment bonds and insurance certificates and policies, the 
Contractor will be notified to proceed with the work of the Contract.  The work of 
the Contract shall be commenced within ten (l0) days following such notification 
or as otherwise specified in the Notice to Proceed. 

 
 The Contractor shall notify the Director of the Water Resources Department in 

writing, of his intention to enter upon the site of the work at least five (5) days in 
advance of such entrance. 

 
16. DAMAGES FOR FAILURE TO EXECUTE CONTRACT: 

 
 If an accepted Bidder shall fail or refuse to sign and deliver this Contract and the 

required surety bonds and insurance documentation within ten (10) days after 
he has received Notice of  Award of his Bid, the Owner shall retain, as partial 
damages for such failure or refusal, the Bid security of such defaulting Bidder.

 NOW, THEREFORE, for good and valuable consideration, the receipt of which is hereby 
acknowledged, the parties agree as follows: 
 
1. Scope of Work   
 

The project, Bingham Road Roof Repairs, includes replacement of approximately 
51,000sf of single ply membrane roofing, tapered insulation, roof accessories, and 
associated flashings and trim. Specific requirements for the work are set forth in the 
drawings and specifications by McMillan Pazdan Smith Architecture, dated October 18, 
2016. 
 

 
 The Contractor shall furnish all labor, material, equipment, supervision, permits and 
insurance necessary to perform the work in accordance with the plans and specifications, referenced 
herein and made a part hereof. The Contractor shall inspect the project and make himself aware of 
the existing conditions and the extent of the work to be performed.  
 
2. Contract Administration 
 

The Water Services Department Director, or his or her appointed representative shall 
administer the project, shall have authority to act on behalf of the City and shall be the interpreter of 
the requirements of this Agreement and the drawings and specifications (herein “Agent”). 
 
3. Contract Time and Liquidated Damages: 
 
The Contract Time shall be a total of ___75_____ days from the date of the Notice to Proceed. The 
Contractor acknowledges that the Contract Time is reasonable for completion of the Work under the 
Agreement taking into consideration the average climatic range and construction conditions prevailing 
in this locality and the Contractor will be in default under the terms of the Agreement if the Work is not 
complete within the Contract Time. The Contractor further acknowledges and agrees that time is of 
the essence under the Agreement, and in the event the Contractor does not complete the Work on or 
before the end of the Contract Time, then the City will sustain substantial damages which are of a 
type and nature that are not readily ascertainable and impractical to fix given the general public 
purpose for which the Project is intended. Therefore, the Contractor agrees to pay the City liquidated 
damages and not as a penalty, the sum of one-thousand dollars ($__1,000.00__) for each and every 
calendar day after the days specified that all work is not complete. The City shall be entitled to 
withhold from any payment otherwise due the Contractor an amount equal to the amount then due 
the City from the Contractor for the liquidated damages described herein. Liquidated damages will not 
apply to non-performance due to acts of God, fires, floods, strikes and other force majeure events; 
provided, that the Contractor shall within three (3) days of the onset of any such conditions, notify the 
City in writing of the causes of the conditions and the facts related thereto. 

 
  
4. Contract Sum 
 

The City shall make progress payments to the Contractor as noted in the specifications.  A 
final payment shall be made following acceptance of the work by the City and the City’s Agent.    The 
total sum shall be subject to additions or deductions, if any, by written amendments to this Agreement 
signed by both parties.  Acceptance of the work by the Agent or his or her authorized representative 
shall be noted on the contract documents.  The Contractor is solely responsible for the price of any 
materials or equipment necessary to perform the work as set forth in the Contractor’s bid. 
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5. Insurance 
 
 The Contractor shall provide to the City insurance as follows: 
 

a. The Contractor agrees to keep and maintain for the duration of this Agreement 
including but not limited to commercial general liability, auto liability, workers’ compensation, 
employer’s liability, and umbrella coverage with at least the minimum limits shown below.  The 
Contractor shall furnish the City with certificates of insurance for each type of insurance described 
herein, with the City listed as Certificate Holder and as an additional insured on the Contractor’s 
general liability policy and provide a waiver of subrogation on the Contractor’s general liability and 
workers’ compensation policy.  In the event of bodily injury or property damage loss caused by 
the Contractor’s negligent acts or omissions in connection with Contractor’s services performed 
under this Agreement, the Contractor’s Liability insurance shall be primary with respect to any 
other insurance which may be available to the City, regardless of how the “Other Insurance” 
provisions may read.  In the event of cancellation, substantial changes or nonrenewal, the 
Contractor and Contractor’s insurance carrier shall give the City at least thirty (30) days prior 
written notice.

b. The Contractor shall be properly licensed and skilled in his/her respective trade, and shall 
have been established in the general contracting business for a minimum of three years, and must 
regularly engage in the roofing trade in North Carolina. 

c. The work shall be stated so as to minimize inconvenience to the City.  Access as required by 
the City to the facility shall be maintained by the Contractor throughout construction unless prior 
written approval is otherwise obtained in advance.  The Contractor shall provide signs, barricades, 
and warning devices to ensure safe passage for  both vehicular and pedestrian traffic at all times. 
 
d. The Contractor shall make necessary provisions to protect the surrounding area and shall be 
responsible for full restoration of any damages and costs of restoration to the construction site. All 
damages on the site incidental to the installation of the work described in the drawings and 
specifications shall be repaired or replaced by the Contractor. 
 
e. The Contractor shall make necessary provisions to protect structures and property from any 
and all damage arising out of, relating to or resulting from this work.  Also, all debris, rubbish and 
waste material shall be removed from the site by the Contractor at his expense. 
 
f. All sales tax levied on materials entering into this project shall be paid by the Contractor, 
including the Optional Sales and Use Tax.

The Contractor shall at all times keep the premises free from accumulations of waste material 
or rubbish caused by him/her or his/her employees at work; and at the completion of the work, he/she 
shall remove all his/her rubbish from and about the building and all his tools, scaffolding and surplus 
materials and shall leave the premises "broom clean" or its equivalent.  It is further agreed that all 
materials and equipment that have been removed and replaced as a part of the work hereunder shall 
belong to the Contractor, unless otherwise specified in this document or corresponding drawings and 
specifications. 
 
j. The Contractor shall, upon completion of the work, and before final payment is authorized by 
the City or its agent, furnish the City with an affidavit certifying that all charges for materials and any 
other expenses incurred by the Contractor pertaining to the execution of this Agreement have been 
paid in full, to the end that no liens of any kind or character (save and except those between the 
parties hereto) may be affixed against the above described property.  Final payment on the 
Agreement amount will be made only after final inspection and acceptance of all work to be 
performed by the Contractor, and after the Contractor submits satisfactory releases of liens or claims 
for liens by the Contractor, subcontractor, laborers, and materials suppliers.  
 
k. Contractor shall maintain all fiscal records relating to this Agreement in accordance with 
Generally Accepted Accounting Principles, and shall maintain any other records pertinent to this 
Agreement in a manner so as to clearly document Contractor's performance.

It is the policy of the City to (1) provide minorities an equal 
opportunity to participate in all aspects of its contracting and procurement programs and (2) to 
prohibit any and all discrimination against persons or businesses in pursuit of these opportunities.

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16.  Dispute Resolution:  
It is understood and agreed that any claim arising out of or related to contracts subject to N.C. Gen. 
Stat. §143-128, shall be subject to the mediation process adopted by the State Building Commission 
pursuant to N.C. Gen. Stats. §143-135.26(11) and 143-128(f1), as a precondition to initiating litigation 
concerning the dispute. This requirement shall not apply to claims that are less than $15,000.00. The 
mediation process is available to all the parties involved in the project including the City, the architect, 
the construction manager, the contractors, and the first-tier and lower-tier subcontractors for any 
issues arising out of the contract or construction process. 
 
The cost of the process shall be divided among the parties to the dispute with at least 1/3 of the cost 
to be paid by the City, if the City is a party to the dispute.  
 
 
17.   Owner's Right to Do Work 
If, during the progress of the work or during the period of guarantee, the Contractor fails to prosecute 
the work properly or to perform any provision of the Agreement, the City, after seven (7) days' written 
notice sent to the Contractor, may perform or have performed that portion of the work. The cost of the 
work may be deducted from any amounts due or to become due to the Contractor, such action and 
cost of same having been first approved by the designer. Should the cost of such action of the City 
exceed the amount due or to become due the Contractor, then the Contractor or his surety, or both, 
shall be liable for and shall pay to the City the amount of said excess. 
 
 
18.  Force Majeure:  
The Contractor shall not be liable for any failure or delay in the performance of its obligations 
pursuant to this Agreement and such failure or delay shall not be deemed a default of this Agreement 
or grounds for termination hereunder, except as set forth below, if all of the following conditions are 
satisfied: 

a. If such failure or delay could not have been prevented by reasonable precautions; 
b. If such failure or delay cannot reasonably be circumvented by the non-performing party 
through the use of alternate sources, work-around plans, or other means; and 
c. If and to the extent such failure or delay is caused by fire, flood, earthquake, elements of 
nature or acts of God, acts of war, terrorism, riots, civil disorders, rebellions or revolutions, 
strikes, lockouts or court order (each, a "Force Majeure Event"). 
 

Upon the occurrence of a Force Majeure Event, the Contractor shall be excused from any further 
performance of those of its obligations pursuant to this Agreement affected by the Force Majeure 
Event for as long as: (i) such Force Majeure Event continues and (ii) the Contractor continues to use 
commercially reasonable efforts to recommence performance whenever and to whatever extent 
possible without delay.

At the time the Contractor delivers the executed contract to the City, the Contractor shall furnish: 
 
A performance bond in the amount of one hundred percent (100%) of the construction contract 
amount, conditioned upon the faithful performance of the contract in accordance with the plans, 
specifications and conditions of the contract. Such bond shall be solely for the protection of the City. 
 
A payment bond in the amount of one hundred percent (100%) of the construction contract amount, 
conditioned upon the prompt payment for all labor or materials for which a contractor or subcontractor 
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is liable. The payment bond shall be solely for the protection of the persons furnishing materials or 
performing labor for which a contractor, subcontractor, or construction manager at risk is liable. 
 
The performance bond and the payment bond shall be executed by one or more surety companies 
legally authorized to do business in the State of North Carolina and shall become effective upon the 
awarding of the construction contract.

3. Provide a breakdown of the Contract Sum in enough detail to facilitate 

continued evaluation of Applications for Payment and progress reports.  
Coordinate with Project Manual table of contents.  Provide multiple line items 
for principal subcontract amounts in excess of five percent of the Contract 
Sum.

4. Round amounts to nearest whole dollar; total shall equal the Contract Sum.
5. Provide a separate line item in the schedule of values for each part of the Work 

where Applications for Payment may include materials or equipment purchased 
or fabricated and stored, but not yet installed.

6. Provide separate line items in the schedule of values for initial cost of 
materials, for each subsequent stage of completion, and for total installed 
value of that part of the Work.

7. Allowances:  Provide a separate line item in the schedule of values for each 
allowance.

D. Application Preparation:  Complete every entry on form.  Notarize and execute by a 
person authorized to sign legal documents on behalf of Contractor.

F. Waivers of Mechanic's Lien:  With each Application for Payment, submit waivers of 
mechanic's lien from entities lawfully entitled to file a mechanic's lien arising out of 
the Contract and related to the Work covered by the payment.

1. Submit partial waivers on each item for amount requested in previous 
application, after deduction for retainage, on each item.

D. Architect's Action:  Architect will review each RFI, determine action required, and 
respond.  Allow seven working days for Architect's response for each RFI.  RFIs 
received by Architect after 1:00 p.m. will be considered as received the following 
working day.

a. Requests for approval of submittals.
b. Requests for approval of substitutions.
c. Requests for coordination information already indicated in the Contract 

Documents.
d. Requests for adjustments in the Contract Time or the Contract Sum.
e. Requests for interpretation of Architect's actions on submittals.
f. Incomplete RFIs or inaccurately prepared RFIs.

2. Architect's action may include a request for additional information, in which 
case Architect's time for response will date from time of receipt of additional 
information.

3. Architect's action on RFIs that may result in a change to the Contract Time or 
the Contract Sum may be eligible for Contractor to submit Change Proposal 
according to Section 01 26 00 "Contract Modification Procedures."

a. If Contractor believes the RFI response warrants change in the Contract 
Time or the Contract Sum, notify Architect in writing within 10 days of 
receipt of the RFI response.

E. RFI Log:  Prepare, maintain, and submit a tabular log of RFIs organized by the RFI 
number.  Submit log weekly with the following:

r. Procedures for disruptions and shutdowns.
s. Construction waste management and recycling.
t. Parking availability.
u. Office, work, and storage areas.
v. Equipment deliveries and priorities.
w. First aid.
x. Security.
y. Progress cleaning.

3. Minutes:  Entity responsible for conducting meeting will record and distribute 
meeting minutes.

C. Preinstallation Conferences:  Conduct a preinstallation conference at Project site 
before each construction activity that requires coordination with other construction.

1. Attendees:  Installer and representatives of manufacturers and fabricators 
involved in or affected by the installation and its coordination or integration 
with other materials and installations that have preceded or will follow, shall 
attend the meeting.  Advise Architect and Owner's Commissioning Authority 
of scheduled meeting dates.

2. Agenda:  Review progress of other construction activities and preparations for 
the particular activity under consideration, including requirements for the 
following:

a. Contract Documents.
b. Options.
c. Related RFIs.
d. Related Change Orders.
e. Purchases.
f. Deliveries.
g. Submittals.
h. Review of mockups.

3. Minutes:  Entity responsible for conducting the meeting will record and 
distribute the meeting minutes to each party present and to parties requiring 
information.

a. Schedule Updating:  Revise Contractor's construction schedule after each 
progress meeting where revisions to the schedule have been made or 
recognized.  Issue revised schedule concurrently with the report of each 
meeting.

1.2 DEFINITIONS

A. Action Submittals:  Written and graphic information and physical samples that 
require Architect's and Construction Manager's responsive action.

B. Informational Submittals:  Written and graphic information and physical samples that 
do not require Architect's and Construction Manager's responsive action.  Submittals 
may be rejected for not complying with requirements.

1.3 ACTION SUBMITTALS

A. Submittal Schedule:  Submit a schedule of submittals, arranged in chronological 
order by dates required by construction schedule.  Include time required for review, 
ordering, manufacturing, fabrication, and delivery when establishing dates.  Include 
additional time required for making corrections or revisions to submittals noted by 
Architect and Construction Manager and additional time for handling and reviewing 
submittals required by those corrections.

j. Number and title of appropriate Specification Section.
k. Drawing number and detail references, as appropriate.

m. Other necessary identification.

4. Additional Paper Copies:  Unless additional copies are required for final 
submittal, and unless Architect or Construction Manager observes 
noncompliance with provisions in the Contract Documents, initial submittal 
may serve as final submittal.

5. Metadata:  Include the following information as keywords in the electronic 
submittal file metadata:

a. Project name.
b. Number and title of appropriate Specification Section.
c. Manufacturer name.
d. Product name.

F. Options:  Identify options requiring selection by Architect.

G. Deviations:  Identify deviations from the Contract Documents on submittals.

H. Resubmittals:  Make resubmittals in same form and number of copies as initial 
submittal.
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1. Note date and content of previous submittal.
2. Note date and content of revision in label or title block and clearly indicate 

extent of revision.
3. Resubmit submittals until they are marked with approval notation from

accompanying Shop Drawings.

5. Submit Product Data before or concurrent with Samples.
6. Submit Product Data in the following format:

a. PDF electronic file.

C. Shop Drawings:  Prepare Project-specific information, drawn accurately to scale.  Do 
not base Shop Drawings on reproductions of the Contract Documents or standard 
printed data, unless submittal based on Architect's digital data drawing files is 
otherwise permitted].

1. Preparation:  Fully illustrate requirements in the Contract Documents.  Include 
the following information, as applicable:

a. Identification of products.
b. Schedules.
c. Compliance with specified standards.
d. Notation of coordination requirements.
e. Notation of dimensions established by field measurement.
f. Relationship and attachment to adjoining construction clearly indicated.
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g. Seal and signature of professional engineer if specified.

I. Test and Inspection Reports and Schedule of Tests and Inspections Submittals:  
Comply with requirements specified in Section 01 40 00 "Quality Requirements."

J. Closeout Submittals and Maintenance Material Submittals:  Comply with 
requirements specified in Section 01 77 00 "Closeout Procedures."

K. Maintenance Data:  Comply with requirements specified in Section 01 78 23 
"Operation and Maintenance Data."
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L. Qualification Data:  Prepare written information that demonstrates capabilities and 
experience of firm or person.  Include lists of completed projects with project names 
and addresses, contact information of architects and owners, and other information 
specified.

M. Welding Certificates:  Prepare written certification that welding procedures and 
personnel comply with requirements in the Contract Documents.  Submit record of 
Welding Procedure Specification and Procedure Qualification Record on AWS forms.

N. Installer Certificates:  Submit written statements on manufacturer's letterhead 
certifying that Installer complies with requirements in the Contract Documents and, 
where required, is authorized by manufacturer for this specific Project.

R. Material Test Reports:  Submit reports written by a qualified testing agency, on 
testing agency's standard form, indicating and interpreting test results of material 
for compliance with requirements in the Contract Documents.

S. Product Test Reports:  Submit written reports indicating that current product 
produced by manufacturer complies with requirements in the Contract Documents.  
Base reports on evaluation of tests performed by manufacturer and witnessed by a 
qualified testing agency, or on comprehensive tests performed by a qualified testing 
agency.

T. Research Reports:  Submit written evidence, from a model code organization 
acceptable to authorities having jurisdiction, that product complies with building 
code in effect for Project.

U. Schedule of Tests and Inspections:  Comply with requirements specified in 
Section 01 40 00 "Quality Requirements."

V. Preconstruction Test Reports:  Submit reports written by a qualified testing agency, 
on testing agency's standard form, indicating and interpreting results of tests 
performed before installation of product, for compliance with performance 
requirements in the Contract Documents.

X. Field Test Reports:  Submit written reports indicating and interpreting results of field 
tests performed either during installation of product or after product is installed in 
its final location, for compliance with requirements in the Contract Documents.

Y. Design Data:  Prepare and submit written and graphic information, including, but not 
limited to, performance and design criteria, list of applicable codes and regulations, 
and calculations.  Include list of assumptions and other performance and design 
criteria and a summary of loads.  Include load diagrams if applicable.  Provide name 
and version of software, if any, used for calculations.  Include page numbers.

2.2 DELEGATED-DESIGN SERVICES

A. Performance and Design Criteria:  Where professional design services or 
certifications by a design professional are specifically required of Contractor by the 
Contract Documents, provide products and systems complying with specific 
performance and design criteria indicated.

1. If criteria indicated are not sufficient to perform services or certification 
required, submit a written request for additional information to Architect.

B. Delegated-Design Services Certification:  In addition to Shop Drawings, Product 
Data, and other required submittals, submit digitally signed PDF electronic file and 
three paper copies of certificate, signed and sealed by the responsible design 
professional, for each product and system specifically assigned to Contractor to be 
designed or certified by a design professional.

1. Indicate that products and systems comply with performance and design 
criteria in the Contract Documents.

A. General:  Architect and Construction Manager will not review submittals that do not 
bear Contractor's approval stamp and will return them without action.

B. Action Submittals:  Architect and Construction Manager will review each submittal, 
make marks to indicate corrections or revisions required, and return it.  Architect and 
Construction Manager will stamp each submittal with an action stamp and will mark 
stamp appropriately to indicate action.

C. Informational Submittals:  Architect and Construction Manager will review each 
submittal and will not return it, or will return it if it does not comply with 
requirements.  Architect and Construction Manager will forward each submittal to 
appropriate party.

D. Incomplete submittals are unacceptable, will be considered nonresponsive, and will 
be returned for resubmittal without review.

E. Submittals not required by the Contract Documents may not be reviewed and may 
be discarded.

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SECTION 014000 - QUALITY REQUIREMENTS

PART 1 - GENERAL

1.1 SUMMARY

A. Section includes administrative and procedural requirements for quality assurance 
and quality control.

B. Testing and inspecting services are required to verify compliance with requirements 
specified or indicated.  These services do not relieve Contractor of responsibility for 
compliance with the Contract Document requirements.

1. Specified tests, inspections, and related actions do not limit Contractor's other 
quality-assurance and -control procedures that facilitate compliance with the 
Contract Document requirements.

2. Requirements for Contractor to provide quality-assurance and -control services 
required by Architect, Owner, or authorities having jurisdiction are not limited 
by provisions of this Section.

3. Specific test and inspection requirements are not specified in this Section.

1.2 DEFINITIONS

A. Quality-Assurance Services:  Activities, actions, and procedures performed before 
and during execution of the Work to guard against defects and deficiencies and 
substantiate that proposed construction will comply with requirements.

B. Quality-Control Services:  Tests, inspections, procedures, and related actions during 
and after execution of the Work to evaluate that actual products incorporated into 
the Work and completed construction comply with requirements.  Services do not 
include contract enforcement activities performed by Architect.

C. Product Testing:  Tests and inspections that are performed by an NRTL, an NVLAP, 
or a testing agency qualified to conduct product testing and acceptable to 
authorities having jurisdiction, to establish product performance and compliance with 
specified requirements.

D. Source Quality-Control Testing:  Tests and inspections that are performed at the 
source, e.g., plant, mill, factory, or shop.

E. Field Quality-Control Testing:  Tests and inspections that are performed on-site for 
installation of the Work and for completed Work.
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F. Testing Agency:  An entity engaged to perform specific tests, inspections, or both.  
Testing laboratory shall mean the same as testing agency.

G. Installer/Applicator/Erector:  Contractor or another entity engaged by Contractor as 
an employee, Subcontractor, or Sub-subcontractor, to perform a particular 
construction operation, including installation, erection, application, and similar 
operations.

1. Use of trade-specific terminology in referring to a trade or entity does not 
require that certain construction activities be performed by accredited or 
unionized individuals, or that requirements specified apply exclusively to 
specific trade(s).

H. Experienced:  When used with an entity or individual, "experienced" means having 
successfully completed a minimum of 5 previous projects similar in nature, size, and 
extent to this Project; being familiar with special requirements indicated; and having 
complied with requirements of authorities having jurisdiction.

1.3 CONFLICTING REQUIREMENTS

A. Referenced Standards:  If compliance with two or more standards is specified and 
the standards establish different or conflicting requirements for minimum quantities 
or quality levels, comply with the most stringent requirement.  Refer conflicting 
requirements that are different, but apparently equal, to Architect for a decision 
before proceeding.

B. Minimum Quantity or Quality Levels:  The quantity or quality level shown or specified 
shall be the minimum provided or performed.  The actual installation may comply 
exactly with the minimum quantity or quality specified, or it may exceed the 
minimum within reasonable limits.  To comply with these requirements, indicated 
numeric values are minimum or maximum, as appropriate, for the context of 
requirements.  Refer uncertainties to Architect for a decision before proceeding.

1.4 QUALITY ASSURANCE

A. General:  Qualifications paragraphs in this article establish the minimum qualification 
levels required; individual Specification Sections specify additional requirements.

B. Manufacturer Qualifications:  A firm experienced in manufacturing products or 
systems similar to those indicated for this Project and with a record of successful in-
service performance, as well as sufficient production capacity to produce required 
units.
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C. Fabricator Qualifications:  A firm experienced in producing products similar to those 
indicated for this Project and with a record of successful in-service performance, as 
well as sufficient production capacity to produce required units.

D. Installer Qualifications:  A firm or individual experienced in installing, erecting, or 
assembling work similar in material, design, and extent to that indicated for this 
Project, whose work has resulted in construction with a record of successful in-
service performance.

E. Specialists:  Certain Specification Sections require that specific construction activities 
shall be performed by entities who are recognized experts in those operations.  
Specialists shall satisfy qualification requirements indicated and shall be engaged for 
the activities indicated.

1. Requirements of authorities having jurisdiction shall supersede requirements 
for specialists.

F. Manufacturer's Representative Qualifications:  An authorized representative of 
manufacturer who is trained and approved by manufacturer to observe and inspect 
installation of manufacturer's products that are similar in material, design, and extent 
to those indicated for this Project.

1.1 DEFINITIONS

responsibilities as stated in the Conditions of the Contract.

C. "Directed":  A command or instruction by Architect.  Other terms including

D. "Indicated":  Requirements expressed by graphic representations or in written form 
on Drawings, in Specifications, and in other Contract Documents.  Other terms 
including "shown," "noted," "scheduled," and "specified" have the same meaning 
as "indicated."

E. "Regulations":  Laws, ordinances, statutes, and lawful orders issued by authorities 
having jurisdiction, and rules, conventions, and agreements within the construction 
industry that control performance of the Work.

F. "Furnish":  Supply and deliver to Project site, ready for unloading, unpacking, 
assembly, installation, and similar operations.

G. "Install":  Unload, temporarily store, unpack, assemble, erect, place, anchor, apply, 
work to dimension, finish, cure, protect, clean, and similar operations at Project site.

H. "Provide":  Furnish and install, complete and ready for the intended use.

I. "Project Site":  Space available for performing construction activities.  The extent of 
Project site is shown on Drawings and may or may not be identical with the 
description of the land on which Project is to be built.

1.2 INDUSTRY STANDARDS

A. Applicability of Standards:  Unless the Contract Documents include more stringent 
requirements, applicable construction industry standards have the same force and 
effect as if bound or copied directly into the Contract Documents to the extent 
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referenced.  Such standards are made a part of the Contract Documents by 
reference.

B. Publication Dates:  Comply with standards in effect as of date of the Contract 
Documents unless otherwise indicated.

C. Copies of Standards:  Each entity engaged in construction on Project should be 
familiar with industry standards applicable to its construction activity.  Copies of 
applicable standards are not bound with the Contract Documents.

1. Where copies of standards are needed to perform a required construction 
activity, obtain copies directly from publication source.

C. Electric Power Service from Existing System:  Electric power from Owner's existing 
system is available for use without metering and without payment of use charges.  
Provide connections and extensions of services as required for construction 
operations.

1.3 INFORMATIONAL SUBMITTALS

A. Fire-Safety Program:  Show compliance with requirements of NFPA 241 and 
authorities having jurisdiction.  Indicate Contractor personnel responsible for 
management of fire prevention program.

1.4 QUALITY ASSURANCE

A. Electric Service:  Comply with NECA, NEMA, and UL standards and regulations for 
temporary electric service.  Install service to comply with NFPA 70.
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B. Tests and Inspections:  Arrange for authorities having jurisdiction to test and inspect 
each temporary utility before use.  Obtain required certifications and permits.

C. Accessible Temporary Egress:  Comply with applicable provisions in 
ICC/ANSI A117.1.

1.5 PROJECT CONDITIONS

A. Temporary Use of Permanent Facilities:  Engage Installer of each permanent service 
to assume responsibility for operation, maintenance, and protection of each 
permanent service during its use as a construction facility before Owner's 
acceptance, regardless of previously assigned responsibilities.

PART 2 - PRODUCTS

2.1 TEMPORARY FACILITIES

A. Storage and Fabrication Trailers:  Provide trailers sized, furnished, and equipped to 
accommodate materials and equipment for construction operations as needed when 
storage cannot be accommodated within existing building.

A. Fire Extinguishers:  Portable, UL rated; with class and extinguishing agent as 
required by locations and classes of fire exposures.

PART 3 - EXECUTION

interference with performance of the Work.  Relocate and modify facilities as 
required by progress of the Work.

1. Locate facilities to limit site disturbance as specified in Section 011000 
"Summary."

B. Provide each facility ready for use when needed to avoid delay.  Do not remove until 
facilities are no longer needed or are replaced by authorized use of completed 
permanent facilities.
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3.2 TEMPORARY UTILITY INSTALLATION

A. General:  Connect to existing service.

B. Sewers and Drainage:  Provide temporary utilities to remove effluent lawfully.

1. Connect temporary sewers to municipal system as directed by authorities 
having jurisdiction.

C. Water Service:  Connect to Owner's existing water service facilities.  Clean and 
maintain water service facilities in a condition acceptable to Owner.  At Substantial 
Completion, restore these facilities to condition existing before initial use.

D. Sanitary Facilities:  Provide temporary toilets, wash facilities, and drinking water for 
use of construction personnel.  Comply with requirements of authorities having 
jurisdiction for type, number, location, operation, and maintenance of fixtures and 
facilities.

1. Toilets:  Use of Owner's existing toilet facilities will be permitted, as long as 
facilities are cleaned and maintained in a condition acceptable to Owner.  At 
Substantial Completion, restore these facilities to condition existing before 
initial use.

E. Ventilation and Humidity Control:  Provide temporary ventilation required by 
construction activities for curing or drying of completed installations or for 
protecting installed construction from adverse effects of high humidity.  Select 
equipment that will not have a harmful effect on completed installations or elements 
being installed.  Coordinate ventilation requirements to produce ambient condition 
required and minimize energy consumption.

F. Electric Power Service:  Connect to Owner's existing electric power service.  
Maintain equipment in a condition acceptable to Owner.

G. Lighting:  Provide temporary lighting with local switching that provides adequate 
illumination for construction operations, observations, inspections, and traffic 
conditions.

1. Install and operate temporary lighting that fulfills security and protection 
requirements without operating entire system.

3.3 SUPPORT FACILITIES INSTALLATION

A. Parking:  Use designated areas of Owner's existing parking areas for construction 
personnel.
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B. Project Signs:  Provide Project signs as indicated.  Unauthorized signs are not 
permitted.

1. Identification Signs:  Provide Project identification signs as indicated on 
Drawings.

2. Temporary Signs:  Provide other signs as indicated or as required to inform 
public and individuals seeking entrance to Project.

a. Provide temporary, directional signs for construction personnel and 
visitors.

3. Maintain and touchup signs so they are legible at all times.

C. Waste Disposal Facilities:  Provide waste-collection containers in sizes adequate to 
handle waste from construction operations.  Comply with requirements of authorities 
having jurisdiction.  Comply with progress cleaning requirements in Section 017300 
"Execution."

3.4 SECURITY AND PROTECTION FACILITIES INSTALLATION

A. Protection of Existing Facilities:  Protect existing vegetation, equipment, structures, 
utilities, and other improvements at Project site and on adjacent properties, except 
those indicated to be removed or altered.  Repair damage to existing facilities.

B. Security Enclosure and Lockup:  Install temporary enclosure around partially 
completed areas of construction.  Provide lockable entrances to prevent 
unauthorized entrance, vandalism, theft, and similar violations of security.  Lock 
entrances at end of each work day.

3.5 OPERATION, TERMINATION, AND REMOVAL

A. Supervision:  Enforce strict discipline in use of temporary facilities.  To minimize 
waste and abuse, limit availability of temporary facilities to essential and intended 
uses.

B. Maintenance:  Maintain facilities in good operating condition until removal.

1. Maintain operation of temporary enclosures, heating, cooling, humidity control, 
ventilation, and similar facilities on a 24-hour basis where required to achieve 
indicated results and to avoid possibility of damage.

C. Temporary Facility Changeover:  Do not change over from using temporary security 
and protection facilities to permanent facilities until Substantial Completion.

D. Termination and Removal:  Remove each temporary facility when need for its service 
has ended, when it has been replaced by authorized use of a permanent facility, or 
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no later than Substantial Completion.  Complete or, if necessary, restore permanent 
construction that may have been delayed because of interference with temporary 
facility.  Repair damaged Work, clean exposed surfaces, and replace construction 
that cannot be satisfactorily repaired.

1. Materials and facilities that constitute temporary facilities are property of 
Contractor.  Owner reserves right to take possession of Project identification 
signs.

2. At Substantial Completion, repair, renovate, and clean permanent facilities 
used during construction period. Comply with final cleaning requirements 
specified in Section 017700 "Closeout Procedures."

PART 1 - GENERAL

1.1 SUMMARY

A. Section includes administrative and procedural requirements for selection of 
products for use in Project; product delivery, storage, and handling; manufacturers' 
standard warranties on products; special warranties; and comparable products.

B. Related Requirements:

1. Section 01 25 00 "Substitution Procedures" for requests for substitutions.

1.2 DEFINITIONS

A. Products:  Items obtained for incorporating into the Work, whether purchased for 
Project or taken from previously purchased stock.  The term "product" includes the 
terms "material," "equipment," "system," and terms of similar intent.

1. Named Products:  Items identified by manufacturer's product name, including 
make or model number or other designation shown or listed in manufacturer's 
published product literature, that is current as of date of the Contract 
Documents.

2. New Products:  Items that have not previously been incorporated into another 
project or facility.  Products salvaged or recycled from other projects are not 
considered new products.

3. Comparable Product:  Product that is demonstrated and approved through 
submittal process to have the indicated qualities related to type, function, 
dimension, in-service performance, physical properties, appearance, and other 
characteristics that equal or exceed those of specified product.

B. Basis-of-Design Product Specification:  A specification in which a specific 
manufacturer's product is named and accompanied by the words "basis-of-design 
product," including make or model number or other designation, to establish the 
significant qualities related to type, function, dimension, in-service performance, 
physical properties, appearance, and other characteristics for purposes of evaluating 
comparable products of additional manufacturers named in the specification.
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1.3 ACTION SUBMITTALS

A. Comparable Product Requests:  Submit request for consideration of each 
comparable product.  Identify product or fabrication or installation method to be 
replaced.  Include Specification Section number and title and Drawing numbers and 
titles.

1. Architect's Action:  If necessary, Architect will request additional information or 
documentation for evaluation within one week of receipt of a comparable 
product request.  Architect will notify Contractor through Construction 
Manager of approval or rejection of proposed comparable product request 
within 15 days of receipt of request, or seven days of receipt of additional 
information or documentation, whichever is later.

a. Form of Approval:  As specified in Section 01 33 00 "Submittal 
Procedures."

b. Use product specified if Architect does not issue a decision on use of a 
comparable product request within time allocated.

B. Basis-of-Design Product Specification Submittal:  Comply with requirements in 
Section 01 33 00 "Submittal Procedures." Show compliance with requirements.

1.4 QUALITY ASSURANCE

A. Compatibility of Options:  If Contractor is given option of selecting between two or 
more products for use on Project, select product compatible with products 
previously selected, even if previously selected products were also options.

1.5 PRODUCT DELIVERY, STORAGE, AND HANDLING

A. Deliver, store, and handle products using means and methods that will prevent 
damage, deterioration, and loss, including theft and vandalism.  Comply with 
manufacturer's written instructions.

B. Delivery and Handling:
1. Coordinate delivery with installation time to ensure minimum holding time for 

items that are flammable, hazardous, easily damaged, or sensitive to 
deterioration, theft, and other losses.

2. Deliver products to Project site in an undamaged condition in manufacturer's 
original sealed container or other packaging system, complete with labels and 
instructions for handling, storing, unpacking, protecting, and installing.

3. Inspect products on delivery to determine compliance with the Contract 
Documents and to determine that products are undamaged and properly 
protected.
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C. Storage:

1. Store products to allow for inspection and measurement of quantity or 
counting of units.

2. Store materials in a manner that will not endanger Project structure.
3. Store products that are subject to damage by the elements, under cover in a 

weathertight enclosure above ground, with ventilation adequate to prevent 
condensation.

4. Protect foam plastic from exposure to sunlight, except to extent necessary for 
period of installation and concealment.

5. Comply with product manufacturer's written instructions for temperature, 
humidity, ventilation, and weather-protection requirements for storage.

6. Protect stored products from damage and liquids from freezing.

1.6 PRODUCT WARRANTIES

A. Warranties specified in other Sections shall be in addition to, and run concurrent 
with, other warranties required by the Contract Documents.  Manufacturer's 
disclaimers and limitations on product warranties do not relieve Contractor of 
obligations under requirements of the Contract Documents.

1. Manufacturer's Warranty:  Written warranty furnished by individual 
manufacturer for a particular product and specifically endorsed by 
manufacturer to Owner.

2. Special Warranty:  Written warranty required by the Contract Documents to 
provide specific rights for Owner.

B. Special Warranties:  Prepare a written document that contains appropriate terms and 
identification, ready for execution.

1. Manufacturer's Standard Form:  Modified to include Project-specific 
information and properly executed.

2. Specified Form:  When specified forms are included with the Specifications, 
prepare a written document using indicated form properly executed.

3. Refer to other Sections for specific content requirements and particular 
requirements for submitting special warranties.

C. Submittal Time:  Comply with requirements in Section 01 77 00 "Closeout 
Procedures."
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PART 2 - PRODUCTS

2.1 PRODUCT SELECTION PROCEDURES

A. General Product Requirements:  Provide products that comply with the Contract 
Documents, are undamaged and, unless otherwise indicated, are new at time of 
installation.

1. Provide products complete with accessories, trim, finish, fasteners, and other 
items needed for a complete installation and indicated use and effect.

2. Standard Products:  If available, and unless custom products or nonstandard 
options are specified, provide standard products of types that have been 
produced and used successfully in similar situations on other projects.

3. Owner reserves the right to limit selection to products with warranties not in 
conflict with requirements of the Contract Documents.

4. Where products are accompanied by the term "as selected," Architect will 
make selection.

B. Product Selection Procedures:

1. Product:  Where Specifications name a single manufacturer and product, 
provide the named product that complies with requirements.  Comparable 
products or substitutions for Contractor's convenience will not be considered.

2. Manufacturer/Source:  Where Specifications name a single manufacturer or 
source, provide a product by the named manufacturer or source that complies 
with requirements.  Comparable products or substitutions for Contractor's 
convenience will not be considered.

3. Products:

a. Restricted List:  Where Specifications include a list of names of both 
manufacturers and products, provide one of the products listed that 
complies with requirements.  Comparable products or substitutions for 
Contractor's convenience will not be considered unless otherwise 
indicated.

b. Nonrestricted List:  Where Specifications include a list of names of both 
available manufacturers and products, provide one of the products listed, 
or an unnamed product, that complies with requirements.  Comply with 
requirements in "Comparable Products" Article for consideration of an 
unnamed product.

4. Manufacturers:

a. Restricted List:  Where Specifications include a list of manufacturers' 
names, provide a product by one of the manufacturers listed that 
complies with requirements.  Comparable products or substitutions for 
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Contractor's convenience will not be considered unless otherwise 
indicated.

b. Nonrestricted List:  Where Specifications include a list of available 
manufacturers, provide a product by one of the manufacturers listed, or a 
product by an unnamed manufacturer, that complies with requirements.  
Comply with requirements in "Comparable Products" Article for 
consideration of an unnamed manufacturer's product.

5. Basis-of-Design Product:  Where Specifications name a product, or refer to a 
product indicated on Drawings, and include a list of manufacturers, provide the 
specified or indicated product or a comparable product by one of the other 
named manufacturers.  Drawings and Specifications indicate sizes, profiles, 
dimensions, and other characteristics that are based on the product named.  
Comply with requirements in "Comparable Products" Article for consideration 
of an unnamed product by one of the other named manufacturers.

C. Visual Matching Specification:  Where Specifications require "match Architect's 
sample", provide a product that complies with requirements and matches Architect's 
sample.  Architect's decision will be final on whether a proposed product matches.

1. If no product available within specified category matches and complies with 
other specified requirements, comply with requirements in Section 01 25 00 
"Substitution Procedures" for proposal of product.

D. Visual Selection Specification:  Where Specifications include the phrase "as selected 
by Architect from manufacturer's full range" or similar phrase, select a product that 
complies with requirements.  Architect will select color, gloss, pattern, density, or 
texture from manufacturer's product line that includes both standard and premium 
items.

2.2 COMPARABLE PRODUCTS

A. Conditions for Consideration:  Architect will consider Contractor's request for 
comparable product when the following conditions are satisfied.  If the following 
conditions are not satisfied, Architect may return requests without action, except to 
record noncompliance with these requirements:

1. Evidence that the proposed product does not require revisions to the Contract 
Documents, that it is consistent with the Contract Documents and will produce 
the indicated results, and that it is compatible with other portions of the Work.

2. Detailed comparison of significant qualities of proposed product with those 
named in the Specifications.  Significant qualities include attributes such as 
performance, weight, size, durability, visual effect, and specific features and 
requirements indicated.

3. Evidence that proposed product provides specified warranty.
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4. List of similar installations for completed projects with project names and 
addresses and names and addresses of architects and owners, if requested.

5. Samples, if requested.

A. Section includes general administrative and procedural requirements governing 
execution of the Work including, but not limited to, the following:

1. Installation of the Work.
2. Cutting and patching.
3. Coordination of Owner-installed products.
4. Progress cleaning.
5. Starting and adjusting.
6. Protection of installed construction.
7. Correction of the Work.

B. Related Requirements:

1. Section 011000 "Summary" for limits on use of Project site.
2. Section 013300 "Submittal Procedures" for submitting surveys.
3. Section 017700 "Closeout Procedures" for submitting final property survey 

with Project Record Documents, recording of Owner-accepted deviations from 
indicated lines and levels, and final cleaning.

1.3 DEFINITIONS

A. Cutting:  Removal of in-place construction necessary to permit installation or 
performance of other work.

B. Patching:  Fitting and repair work required to restore construction to original 
conditions after installation of other work.
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1.4 INFORMATIONAL SUBMITTALS

A. Landfill Receipts:  Submit copy of receipts issued by a landfill facility, licensed to 
accept hazardous materials, for hazardous waste disposal.

1.5 QUALITY ASSURANCE

A. Cutting and Patching:  Comply with requirements for and limitations on cutting and 
patching of construction elements.

1. Structural Elements:  When cutting and patching structural elements, notify 
Architect of locations and details of cutting and await directions from Architect 
before proceeding.  Shore, brace, and support structural elements during 
cutting and patching.  Do not cut and patch structural elements in a manner 
that could change their load-carrying capacity or increase deflection

2. Operational Elements:  Do not cut and patch operating elements and related 
components in a manner that results in reducing their capacity to perform as 
intended or that result in increased maintenance or decreased operational life 
or safety. 

3. Other Construction Elements:  Do not cut and patch other construction 
elements or components in a manner that could change their load-carrying 
capacity, which results in reducing their capacity to perform as intended, or 
that result in increased maintenance or decreased operational life or 
safety.  Other construction elements include but are not limited to the 
following:
a. Equipment supports.
b. Piping, ductwork, vessels, and equipment.
c. Noise- and vibration-control elements and systems.

4. Visual Elements:  Do not cut and patch construction in a manner that results in 
visual evidence of cutting and patching.  Do not cut and patch exposed 
construction in a manner that would, in Architect's opinion, reduce the 
building's aesthetic qualities.  Remove and replace construction that has been 
cut and patched in a visually unsatisfactory manner.

B. Cutting and Patching Conference:  Before proceeding, meet at Project site with 
parties involved in cutting and patching, including mechanical and electrical trades.  
Review areas of potential interference and conflict.  Coordinate procedures and 
resolve potential conflicts before proceeding.

C. Manufacturer's Installation Instructions:  Obtain and maintain on-site manufacturer's 
written recommendations and instructions for installation of products and 
equipment.
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PART 2 - PRODUCTS (Not Used)

PART 3 - EXECUTION

3.1 EXAMINATION

A. Examination and Acceptance of Conditions:  Before proceeding with each 
component of the Work, examine substrates, areas, and conditions, with Installer or 
Applicator present where indicated, for compliance with requirements for installation 
tolerances and other conditions affecting performance.  Record observations.

1. Examine roughing-in for mechanical and electrical systems to verify actual 
locations of connections before equipment and fixture installation.

2. Examine roofs for suitable conditions where products and systems are to be 
installed.

3. Verify compatibility with and suitability of substrates, including compatibility 
with existing finishes or primers.

B. Written Report:  Provide Architect and Owner with a written report listing conditions 
detrimental to performance of the Work, include the following:

1. Description of the Work.
2. List of detrimental conditions, including substrates.
3. List of unacceptable installation tolerances.
4. Recommended corrections.

C. Proceed with installation only after unsatisfactory conditions have been corrected.  
Proceeding with the Work indicates acceptance of surfaces and conditions.

3.2 PREPARATION

A. Field Measurements:  Take field measurements as required to fit the Work properly.  
Recheck measurements before installing each product.  Where portions of the Work 
are indicated to fit to other construction, verify dimensions of other construction by 
field measurements before fabrication.  Coordinate fabrication schedule with 
construction progress to avoid delaying the Work.

B. Review of Contract Documents and Field Conditions:  Immediately on discovery of 
the need for clarification of the Contract Documents caused by differing field 
conditions outside the control of Contractor, submit a request for information to 
Architect.
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3.3 INSTALLATION

A. General:  Locate the Work and components of the Work accurately, in correct 
alignment and elevation, as indicated.

1. Make vertical work plumb and make horizontal work level.
2. Where space is limited, install components to maximize space available for 

maintenance and ease of removal for replacement.
3. Conceal pipes, ducts, and wiring in finished areas unless otherwise indicated.

B. Comply with manufacturer's written instructions and recommendations for installing 
products in applications indicated.

C. Install products at the time and under conditions that will ensure the best possible 
results.  Maintain conditions required for product performance until Substantial 
Completion.

D. Conduct construction operations so no part of the Work is subjected to damaging 
operations or loading in excess of that expected during normal conditions of 
occupancy.

E. Sequence the Work and allow adequate clearances to accommodate movement of 
construction items on site and placement in permanent locations.

F. Tools and Equipment:  Do not use tools or equipment that produce harmful noise 
levels.

G. Templates:  Obtain and distribute to the parties involved templates for work 
specified to be factory prepared and field installed.  Check Shop Drawings of other 
work to confirm that adequate provisions are made for locating and installing 
products to comply with indicated requirements.

H. Attachment:  Provide blocking and attachment plates and anchors and fasteners of 
adequate size and number to securely anchor each component in place, accurately 
located and aligned with other portions of the Work.  Where size and type of 
attachments are not indicated, verify size and type required for load conditions.

I. Joints:  Make joints of uniform width.  Where joint locations in exposed work are not 
indicated, arrange joints for the best visual effect.  Fit exposed connections together 
to form hairline joints.

J. Hazardous Materials:  Use products, cleaners, and installation materials that are not 
considered hazardous.
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3.4 CUTTING AND PATCHING

A. Cutting and Patching, General:  Employ skilled workers to perform cutting and 
patching.  Proceed with cutting and patching at the earliest feasible time, and 
complete without delay.

1. Cut in-place construction to provide for installation of other components or 
performance of other construction, and subsequently patch as required to 
restore surfaces to their original condition.

B. Existing Warranties:  Remove, replace, patch, and repair materials and surfaces cut 
or damaged during installation or cutting and patching operations, by methods and 
with materials so as not to void existing warranties.

C. Temporary Support:  Provide temporary support of work to be cut.

D. Protection:  Protect in-place construction during cutting and patching to prevent 
damage.  Provide protection from adverse weather conditions for portions of Project 
that might be exposed during cutting and patching operations.

E. Existing Utility Services and Mechanical/Electrical Systems:  Where existing 
services/systems are required to be removed, relocated, or abandoned, bypass such 
services/systems before cutting to prevent interruption to occupied areas.

F. Cutting:  Cut in-place construction by sawing, drilling, breaking, chipping, grinding, 
and similar operations, including excavation, using methods least likely to damage 
elements retained or adjoining construction.  If possible, review proposed 
procedures with original Installer; comply with original Installer's written 
recommendations.

1. In general, use hand or small power tools designed for sawing and grinding, 
not hammering and chopping.  Cut holes and slots neatly to minimum size 
required, and with minimum disturbance of adjacent surfaces.  Temporarily 
cover openings when not in use.

2. Finished Surfaces:  Cut or drill from the exposed or finished side into 
concealed surfaces.

3. Proceed with patching after construction operations requiring cutting are 
complete.

G. Patching:  Patch construction by filling, repairing, refinishing, closing up, and similar 
operations following performance of other work.  Patch with durable seams that are 
as invisible as practicable.  Provide materials and comply with installation 
requirements specified in other Sections, where applicable.

1. Inspection:  Where feasible, test and inspect patched areas after completion to 
demonstrate physical integrity of installation.
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2. Exposed Finishes:  Restore exposed finishes of patched areas and extend finish 
restoration into retained adjoining construction in a manner that will minimize 
evidence of patching and refinishing.

a. Clean piping, conduit, and similar features before applying paint or other 
finishing materials.

b. Restore damaged pipe covering to its original condition.

H. Cleaning:  Clean areas and spaces where cutting and patching are performed.  
Remove paint, mortar, oils, putty, and similar materials from adjacent finished 
surfaces.

3.5 OWNER-INSTALLED PRODUCTS

A. Site Access:  Provide access to Project site for Owner's personnel.

B. Coordination:  Coordinate construction and operations of the Work with work 
performed by Owner's construction personnel.

C. General:  Clean Project site and work areas daily, including common areas.  Enforce 
requirements strictly.  Dispose of materials lawfully.

1. Comply with requirements in NFPA 241 for removal of combustible waste 
materials and debris.

2. Do not hold waste materials more than seven days during normal weather or 
three days if the temperature is expected to rise above 80 deg F.

3. Containerize hazardous and unsanitary waste materials separately from other 
waste.  Mark containers appropriately and dispose of legally, according to 
regulations.

a. Use containers intended for holding waste materials of type to be stored.

4. Coordinate progress cleaning for joint-use areas where Contractor and other 
contractors are working concurrently.

D. Site:  Maintain Project site free of waste materials and debris.

E. Work Areas:  Clean areas where work is in progress to the level of cleanliness 
necessary for proper execution of the Work.

1. Remove liquid spills promptly.
2. Where dust would impair proper execution of the Work, broom-clean or 

vacuum the entire work area, as appropriate.

F. Installed Work:  Keep installed work clean.  Clean installed surfaces according to 
written instructions of manufacturer or fabricator of product installed, using only 
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cleaning materials specifically recommended.  If specific cleaning materials are not 
recommended, use cleaning materials that are not hazardous to health or property 
and that will not damage exposed surfaces.

G. Concealed Spaces:  Remove debris from concealed spaces before enclosing the 
space.

H. Waste Disposal:  Do not bury or burn waste materials on-site.  Do not wash waste 
materials down sewers or into waterways.  Comply with local and regional waste 
disposal requirements.

I. During handling and installation, clean and protect construction in progress and 
adjoining materials already in place.  Apply protective covering where required to 
ensure protection from damage or deterioration at Substantial Completion.

J. Clean and provide maintenance on completed construction as frequently as 
necessary through the remainder of the construction period.  Adjust and lubricate 
operable components to ensure operability without damaging effects.

K. Limiting Exposures:  Supervise construction operations to assure that no part of the 
construction, completed or in progress, is subject to harmful, dangerous, damaging, 
or otherwise deleterious exposure during the construction period.

3.6 PROTECTION OF INSTALLED CONSTRUCTION

A. Provide final protection and maintain conditions that ensure installed Work is without 
damage or deterioration.

B. Comply with manufacturer's written instructions for temperature and relative 
humidity.

1.4 ACTION SUBMITTALS

A. Waste Management Plan:  Submit plan provide by Construction Manger prior to 
construction.

1.5 WASTE MANAGEMENT PLAN

A. General:  Develop a waste management plan according to ASTM E 1609 and 
requirements in this Section.  Plan shall consist of waste identification, waste 
reduction work plan, and cost/revenue analysis. Indicate quantities by weight or 
volume, but use same units of measure throughout waste management plan.

A. Contractor's List of Incomplete Items:  Prepare and submit a list of items to be 
completed and corrected (Contractor's punch list), indicating the value of each item 
on the list and reasons why the Work is incomplete.

D. Table of Contents:  List each product included in manual, identified by product 
name, indexed to the content of the volume, and cross-referenced to Specification 
Section number in Project Manual.

E. Manual Contents:  Organize into sets of manageable size.  Arrange contents 
alphabetically by system, subsystem, and equipment.  If possible, assemble 
instructions for subsystems, equipment, and components of one system into a single 
binder.

F. Manuals, Electronic Files:  Submit manuals in the form of a multiple file composite 
electronic PDF file for each manual type required.
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1. Electronic Files:  Use electronic files prepared by manufacturer where available.  
Where scanning of paper documents is required, configure scanned file for 
minimum readable file size.

2. File Names and Bookmarks:  Enable bookmarking of individual documents 
based on file names.

a. Identify each binder on front and spine, with printed title "OPERATION

matter of contents.  Indicate volume number for multiple-volume sets.

2. Dividers:  Heavy-paper dividers with plastic-covered tabs for each section of 
the manual.  Mark each tab to indicate contents.  Include typed list of products 
and major components of equipment included in the section on each divider, 
cross-referenced to Specification Section number and title of Project Manual.

3. Protective Plastic Sleeves:  Transparent plastic sleeves designed to enclose 
diagnostic software storage media for computerized electronic equipment.

4. Drawings:  Attach reinforced, punched binder tabs on drawings and bind with 
text.

a. If oversize drawings are necessary, fold drawings to same size as text 
pages and use as foldouts.

b. If drawings are too large to be used as foldouts, fold and place drawings 
in labeled envelopes and bind envelopes in rear of manual.  At 
appropriate locations in manual, insert typewritten pages indicating 
drawing titles, descriptions of contents, and drawing locations.

E. Repair Materials and Sources:  Include lists of materials and local sources of materials 
and related services.

F. Warranties and Bonds:  Include copies of warranties and bonds and lists of 
circumstances and conditions that would affect validity of warranties or bonds.

PART 3 - EXECUTION

3.1 MANUAL PREPARATION

A. Emergency Manual:  Assemble a complete set of emergency information indicating 
procedures for use by emergency personnel and by Owner's operating personnel for 
types of emergencies indicated.

Drawings and Shop Drawings, incorporating new and revised Drawings as 
modifications are issued.

1. Preparation:  Mark record prints to show the actual installation where 
installation varies from that shown originally.  Require individual or entity who 
obtained record data, whether individual or entity is Installer, subcontractor, or 
similar entity, to provide information for preparation of corresponding marked-
up record prints.

a. Give particular attention to information on concealed elements that 
would be difficult to identify or measure and record later.

C. Format:  Identify and date each record Drawing; include the designation "PROJECT 
RECORD DRAWING" in a prominent location.

1. Record Prints:  Organize record prints and newly prepared record Drawings 
into manageable sets.  Bind each set with durable paper cover sheets.  Include 
identification on cover sheets.

2. Format:  Annotated PDF electronic file.
3. Record Digital Data Files:  Organize digital data information into separate 

electronic files that correspond to each sheet of the Contract Drawings.  Name 
each file with the sheet identification.  Include identification in each digital data 
file.

4. Identification:  As follows:

d. Name of Architect.
e. Name of Contractor.

2.2 RECORD SPECIFICATIONS

A. Preparation:  Mark Specifications to indicate the actual product installation where 
installation varies from that indicated in Specifications, addenda, and contract 
modifications.

1. Give particular attention to information on concealed products and installations 
that cannot be readily identified and recorded later.

2. Mark copy with the proprietary name and model number of products, 
materials, and equipment furnished, including substitutions and product 
options selected.

3. Record the name of manufacturer, supplier, Installer, and other information 
necessary to provide a record of selections made.

4. Note related Change Orders and record Drawings where applicable.

B. Format:  Submit record Specifications as annotated PDF electronic file.
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2.3 RECORD PRODUCT DATA

A. Preparation:  Mark Product Data to indicate the actual product installation where 
installation varies substantially from that indicated in Product Data submittal.

1. Give particular attention to information on concealed products and installations 
that cannot be readily identified and recorded later.

2. Include significant changes in the product delivered to Project site and changes 
in manufacturer's written instructions for installation.

3. Note related Change Orders and record Drawings where applicable.

B. Format:  Submit record Product Data as annotated PDF electronic file.

2.4 MISCELLANEOUS RECORD SUBMITTALS

A. Assemble miscellaneous records required by other Specification Sections for 
miscellaneous record keeping and submittal in connection with actual performance 
of the Work.  Bind or file miscellaneous records and identify each, ready for 
continued use and reference.

B. Format:  Submit miscellaneous record submittals as PDF electronic file.

PART 3 - EXECUTION

3.1 RECORDING AND MAINTENANCE

A. Recording:  Maintain one copy of each submittal during the construction period for 
project record document purposes.  Post changes and revisions to project record 
documents as they occur; do not wait until end of Project.

B. Maintenance of Record Documents and Samples:  Store record documents and 
Samples in the field office apart from the Contract Documents used for construction.  
Do not use project record documents for construction purposes.  Maintain record 
documents in good order and in a clean, dry, legible condition, protected from 
deterioration and loss.  Provide access to project record documents for Architect's 
reference during normal working hours.

PART 1 - GENERAL

1.1 SUMMARY

A. Section Includes:

1. Demolition and removal of selected portions of building or structure.
2. Demolition and removal of selected site elements.
3. Salvage of existing items to be reused or recycled.

1.2 DEFINITIONS

A. Remove:  Detach items from existing construction and legally dispose of them off-
site unless indicated to be removed and salvaged or removed and reinstalled.

B. Remove and Salvage:  Carefully detach from existing construction, in a manner to 
prevent damage, and deliver to Owner.

C. Remove and Reinstall:  Detach items from existing construction, prepare for reuse, 
and reinstall where indicated.

D. Existing to Remain:  Existing items of construction that are not to be permanently 
removed and that are not otherwise indicated to be removed, removed and 
salvaged, or removed and reinstalled.

1.3 CLOSEOUT SUBMITTALS

A. Landfill Records:  Indicate receipt and acceptance of hazardous wastes by a landfill 
facility licensed to accept hazardous wastes.

1.4 QUALITY ASSURANCE

A. Refrigerant Recovery Technician Qualifications:  Certified by an EPA-approved 
certification program.

1.5 FIELD CONDITIONS

A. Owner will occupy portions of building immediately adjacent to selective demolition 
area.  Conduct selective demolition so Owner's operations will not be disrupted.
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B. Conditions existing at time of inspection for bidding purpose will be maintained by 
Owner as far as practical.

C. Notify Architect of discrepancies between existing conditions and Drawings before 
proceeding with selective demolition.

D. Hazardous Materials:  It is not expected that hazardous materials will be 
encountered in the Work.

1. Hazardous materials will be removed by Owner before start of the Work.
2. If suspected hazardous materials are encountered, do not disturb; immediately 

notify Architect and Owner.  Hazardous materials will be removed by Owner 
under a separate contract.

E. Utility Service:  Maintain existing utilities indicated to remain in service and protect 
them against damage during selective demolition operations.

1. Maintain fire-protection facilities in service during selective demolition 
operations.

1.6 WARRANTY

A. Existing Warranties:  Remove, replace, patch, and repair materials and surfaces cut 
or damaged during selective demolition, by methods and with materials so as not to 
void existing warranties.

PART 2 - PRODUCTS

2.1 PEFORMANCE REQUIREMENTS

A. Regulatory Requirements:  Comply with governing EPA notification regulations 
before beginning selective demolition.  Comply with hauling and disposal regulations 
of authorities having jurisdiction.

B. Standards:  Comply with ANSI/ASSE A10.6 and NFPA 241.

PART 3 - EXECUTION

3.1 EXAMINATION

A. Verify that utilities have been disconnected and capped before starting selective 
demolition operations.
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B. Survey existing conditions and correlate with requirements indicated to determine 
extent of selective demolition required.

C. When unanticipated mechanical, electrical, or structural elements that conflict with 
intended function or design are encountered, investigate and measure the nature 
and extent of conflict.  Promptly submit a written report to Architect.

D. Survey of Existing Conditions:  Record existing conditions by use of preconstruction 
photographs.

3.2 UTILITY SERVICES AND MECHANICAL/ELECTRICAL SYSTEMS

A. Existing Services/Systems to Remain:  Maintain services/systems indicated to remain 
and protect them against damage.

B. Existing Services/Systems to Be Removed, Relocated, or Abandoned:  Locate, 
identify, disconnect, and seal or cap off indicated utility services and 
mechanical/electrical systems serving areas to be selectively demolished.

1. Owner/building manager will arrange to shut off indicated services/systems 
when requested by Contractor.

2. Arrange to shut off indicated utilities with utility companies.
3. If services/systems are required to be removed, relocated, or abandoned, 

provide temporary services/systems that bypass area of selective demolition 
and that maintain continuity of services/systems to other parts of building.

4. Disconnect, demolish, and remove fire-suppression systems, plumbing, and 
HVAC systems, equipment, and components indicated to be removed.

a. Piping to Be Removed:  Remove portion of piping indicated to be 
removed and cap or plug remaining piping with same or compatible 
piping material.

b. Piping to Be Abandoned in Place:  Drain piping and cap or plug piping 
with same or compatible piping material.

c. Equipment to Be Removed:  Disconnect and cap services and remove 
equipment.

d. Equipment to Be Removed and Reinstalled:  Disconnect and cap services 
and remove, clean, and store equipment; when appropriate, reinstall, 
reconnect, and make equipment operational.

e. Equipment to Be Removed and Salvaged:  Disconnect and cap services 
and remove equipment and deliver to Owner.

f. Ducts to Be Removed:  Remove portion of ducts indicated to be 
removed and plug remaining ducts with same or compatible ductwork 
material.

g. Ducts to Be Abandoned in Place:  Cap or plug ducts with same or 
compatible ductwork material.
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C. Refrigerant:  Remove refrigerant from mechanical equipment to be selectively 
demolished according to 40 CFR 82 and regulations of authorities having jurisdiction.

3.3 PREPARATION

A. Site Access and Temporary Controls:  Conduct selective demolition and debris-
removal operations to ensure minimum interference with roads, streets, walks, 
walkways, and other adjacent occupied and used facilities.

1. Comply with requirements for access and protection specified in 
Section 015000 "Temporary Facilities and Controls."

B. Temporary Facilities:  Provide temporary barricades and other protection required to 
prevent injury to people and damage to adjacent buildings and facilities to remain.

C. Temporary Shoring:  Provide and maintain shoring, bracing, and structural supports 
as required to preserve stability and prevent movement, settlement, or collapse of 
construction and finishes to remain, and to prevent unexpected or uncontrolled 
movement or collapse of construction being demolished.

3.4 SELECTIVE DEMOLITION, GENERAL

A. General:  Demolish and remove existing construction only to the extent required by 
new construction and as indicated.  Use methods required to complete the Work 
within limitations of governing regulations and as follows:

1. Neatly cut openings and holes plumb, square, and true to dimensions required.  
Use cutting methods least likely to damage construction to remain or adjoining 
construction.  Use hand tools or small power tools designed for sawing or 
grinding, not hammering and chopping, to minimize disturbance of adjacent 
surfaces.  Temporarily cover openings to remain.

2. Cut or drill from the exposed or finished side into concealed surfaces to avoid 
marring existing finished surfaces.

3. Do not use cutting torches until work area is cleared of flammable materials.  
At concealed spaces, such as duct and pipe interiors, verify condition and 
contents of hidden space before starting flame-cutting operations.  Maintain 
portable fire-suppression devices during flame-cutting operations.

4. Locate selective demolition equipment and remove debris and materials so as 
not to impose excessive loads on supporting walls, floors, or framing.

5. Dispose of demolished items and materials promptly.

B. Removed and Reinstalled Items:

1. Clean and repair items to functional condition adequate for intended reuse.
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2. Pack or crate items after cleaning and repairing.  Identify contents of 
containers.

3. Protect items from damage during transport and storage.
4. Reinstall items in locations indicated.  Comply with installation requirements for 

new materials and equipment.  Provide connections, supports, and 
miscellaneous materials necessary to make item functional for use indicated.

C. Existing Items to Remain:  Protect construction indicated to remain against damage 
and soiling during selective demolition.  When permitted by Architect, items may be 
removed to a suitable, protected storage location during selective demolition and 
cleaned and reinstalled in their original locations after selective demolition 
operations are complete.

3.5 DISPOSAL OF DEMOLISHED MATERIALS

A. General:  Except for items or materials indicated to be reused, salvaged, reinstalled, 
or otherwise indicated to remain Owner's property, remove demolished materials 
from Project site and legally dispose of them.

1. Do not allow demolished materials to accumulate on-site.
2. Remove and transport debris in a manner that will prevent spillage on adjacent 

surfaces and areas.
3. Remove debris from elevated portions of building by chute, hoist, or other 

device that will convey debris to grade level in a controlled descent.
4. Comply with requirements specified in Section 017419 "Construction Waste 

Management and Disposal."

B. Burning:  Do not burn demolished materials.

C. Disposal:  Transport demolished materials off Owner's property and legally dispose 
of them.

3.6 CLEANING

A. Clean adjacent structures and improvements of dust, dirt, and debris caused by 
selective demolition operations.  Return adjacent areas to condition existing before 
selective demolition operations began.

PART 1 - GENERAL

1.1 SUMMARY

A. Section Includes:
1. Mechanically fastened thermoplastic polyolefin (TPO) roofing system.
2. Roof insulation.

1.2 DEFINITIONS

A. Roofing Terminology: Definitions in ASTM D 1079 and glossary in NRCA's "The 
NRCA Roofing and Waterproofing Manual" apply to work of this Section.

1.3 PREINSTALLATION MEETINGS

A. Preinstallation Roofing Conference: Conduct conference at Project site.

1.4 ACTION SUBMITTALS

A. Product Data: For each type of product.

B. Shop Drawings: For roofing system. Include plans, elevations, sections, details, and 
attachments to other work.

C. Samples for Verification: For the following products:

1. Sheet roofing, of color required.
2. Walkway pads or rolls, of color required.

1.5 INFORMATIONAL SUBMITTALS

A. Research/Evaluation Reports: For components of roofing system, from ICC-ES.

B. Sample Warranties: For manufacturer's special warranties.

1.6 CLOSEOUT SUBMITTALS

A. Maintenance Data: For roofing system to include in maintenance manuals.
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1.7 QUALITY ASSURANCE

A. Installer Qualifications: A qualified firm that is approved, authorized, or licensed by 
roofing system manufacturer to install manufacturer's product and that is eligible to 
receive manufacturer's special warranty.

1.8 WARRANTY

A. Special Warranty: Manufacturer agrees to repair or replace components of roofing 
system that fail in materials or workmanship within specified warranty period.

C. Provide preformed saddles, crickets, tapered edge strips, and other insulation 
shapes where indicated for sloping to drain. Fabricate to slopes indicated.

2.6 INSULATION ACCESSORIES

A. Fasteners: Factory-coated steel fasteners and metal or plastic plates complying with 
corrosion-resistance provisions in FM Global 4470, designed for fastening roof 
insulation and cover boards to substrate, and acceptable to roofing system 
manufacturer.

B. Insulation Adhesive: Insulation manufacturer's recommended adhesive formulated to 
attach roof insulation to substrate or to another insulation layer.

C. Cover Board: ASTM C 1177/C 1177M, glass-mat, water-resistant gypsum substrate, 
1/4 inch thick.

2.7 ASPHALT MATERIALS

A. Roofing Asphalt:  ASTM D 312, Type III or Type IV.

B. Asphalt Primer: ASTM D 41/D 41M.

2.8 WALKWAYS

A. Flexible Walkways: Factory-formed, nonporous, heavy-duty, slip-resisting, surface-
textured walkway pads or rolls, approximately 3/16 inch thick and acceptable to 
roofing system manufacturer.
1. Walkway pad color to match primary roof color.

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PART 3 - EXECUTION

3.1 ROOFING INSTALLATION, GENERAL

A. Install roofing system according to roofing system manufacturer's written 
instructions.

B. Complete terminations and base flashings and provide temporary seals to prevent 
water from entering completed sections of roofing system at the end of the workday 
or when rain is forecast. Remove and discard temporary seals before beginning work 
on adjoining roofing.

C. Install roofing and auxiliary materials to tie in to existing roofing to maintain weather-
tightness of transition and to not void warranty for existing roofing system.

3.2 INSULATION INSTALLATION

A. Coordinate installing roofing system components so insulation is not exposed to 
precipitation or left exposed at the end of the workday.

B. Install tapered insulation under area of roofing to conform to slopes indicated.

C. Install insulation under area of roofing to achieve required thickness. Where overall 
insulation thickness is 2.7 inches or greater, install two or more layers with joints of 
each succeeding layer staggered from joints of previous layer a minimum of 6 inches 
in each direction.

1. Install roof insulation in two layers.

D. Mechanically Fastened Insulation: Install each layer of insulation and secure to deck 
using mechanical fasteners specifically designed and sized for fastening specified 
board-type roof insulation to deck type.

1. Fasten insulation to resist uplift pressure at corners, perimeter, and field of 
roof.

E. Install slip sheet over cover board and immediately beneath roofing.

3.3 MECHANICALLY FASTENED ROOFING INSTALLATION

A. Mechanically fasten roofing over area to receive roofing according to roofing system 
manufacturer's written instructions. Unroll roofing and allow to relax before 
retaining.
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B. Accurately align roofing, and maintain uniform side and end laps of minimum 
dimensions required by manufacturer. Stagger end laps.

C. Mechanically fasten or adhere roofing securely at terminations, penetrations, and 
perimeter of roofing.

D. Apply roofing with side laps shingled with slope of roof deck where possible.

E. In-Seam Attachment: Secure one edge of TPO sheet using fastening plates or metal 
battens centered within seam, and mechanically fasten TPO sheet to roof deck.

F. Seams: Clean seam areas, overlap roofing, and hot-air weld side and end laps of 
roofing and sheet flashings according to manufacturer's written instructions to 
ensure a watertight seam installation.

1. Test lap edges with probe to verify seam weld continuity. Apply lap sealant to 
seal cut edges of sheet.

2. Verify field strength of seams a minimum of twice daily, and repair seam 
sample areas.

3. Repair tears, voids, and lapped seams in roofing that do not comply with 
requirements.

G. Spread sealant bed over deck-drain flange at roof drains, and securely seal roofing in 
place with clamping ring.

3.4 BASE FLASHING INSTALLATION

A. Install sheet flashings and preformed flashing accessories, and adhere to substrates 
according to roofing system manufacturer's written instructions.

B. Apply bonding adhesive to substrate and underside of sheet flashing at required 
rate, and allow to partially dry. Do not apply to seam area of flashing.

C. Flash penetrations and field-formed inside and outside corners with cured or 
uncured sheet flashing.

D. Clean seam areas, overlap, and firmly roll sheet flashings into the adhesive. Hot-air 
weld side and end laps to ensure a watertight seam installation.

E. Terminate and seal top of sheet flashings and mechanically anchor to substrate 
through termination bars.
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3.5 WALKWAY INSTALLATION

A. Flexible Walkways: Install walkway products in locations indicated. Heat weld to 
substrate or adhere walkway products to substrate with compatible adhesive 
according to roofing system manufacturer's written instructions.

3.6 PROTECTING AND CLEANING

A. Protect roofing system from damage and wear during remainder of construction 
period. When remaining construction does not affect or endanger roofing, inspect 
roofing for deterioration and damage, describing its nature and extent in a written 
report, with copies to Architect and Owner.

B. Correct deficiencies in or remove roofing system that does not comply with 
requirements, repair substrates, and repair or reinstall roofing system to a condition 
free of damage and deterioration at time of Substantial Completion and according 
to warranty requirements.

C. Clean overspray and spillage from adjacent construction using cleaning agents and 
procedures recommended by manufacturer of affected construction.

PART 1 – GENERAL

1.1 DESCRIPTION OF EXISTING SUBSTRATES

This specification is intended to outline the requirements for application of the 
Aqua-Fast system, in conjunction with the appropriate product technical data sheets, 
over approved roof substrates in acceptable condition. Specific addenda address 
each surface at the end of this guide specification.

1.2 DESCRIPTION OF LIQUID-APPLIED ROOFING SYSTEM

The liquid-applied system consists of a polyester-reinforced elastomeric acrylic 
system specifically designed for roofing installation. Meets UL-70 Class A, FMRA, 
ICC standards, and Miami-Dade County requirements.

1.3 SECTION INCLUDES

Contractor shall review all sections of the project specifications to determine items 
of work that will interface with the application of this roofing system.

A. Wall Expansion-Joint Cover: Fabricate from the following materials:

1. Aluminum:  0.040 inch thick.

PART 3 - EXECUTION

3.1 UNDERLAYMENT INSTALLATION

A. Synthetic Underlayment: Install synthetic underlayment, wrinkle free, according to 
manufacturers' written instructions, and using adhesive where possible to minimize 
use of mechanical fasteners under sheet metal.

B. Self-Adhering Sheet Underlayment: Install self-adhering sheet underlayment, wrinkle 
free. Prime substrate if recommended by underlayment manufacturer. Comply with 
temperature restrictions of underlayment manufacturer for installation; use primer 
for installing underlayment at low temperatures. Apply in shingle fashion to shed 
water, with end laps of not less than 6 inches staggered 24 inches between courses. 
Overlap side edges as shown on drawingsinches . Roll laps and edges with roller. 
Cover underlayment within 14 days.

3.2 INSTALLATION, GENERAL

A. General: Anchor sheet metal flashing and trim and other components of the Work 
securely in place, with provisions for thermal and structural movement. Use 
fasteners, solder, protective coatings, separators, sealants, and other miscellaneous 
items as required to complete sheet metal flashing and trim system.

1. Install sheet metal flashing and trim true to line, levels, and slopes. Provide 
uniform, neat seams with minimum exposure of solder, welds, and sealant.

2. Install sheet metal flashing and trim to fit substrates and to result in watertight 
performance. Verify shapes and dimensions of surfaces to be covered before 
fabricating sheet metal.

3. Space cleats not more than 12 inches (300 mm) apart. Attach each cleat with at 
least two fasteners. Bend tabs over fasteners.

4. Install exposed sheet metal flashing and trim with limited oil canning, and free 
of buckling and tool marks.

5. Torch cutting of sheet metal flashing and trim is not permitted.

B. Metal Protection: Where dissimilar metals contact each other, or where metal 
contacts pressure-treated wood or other corrosive substrates, protect against 
galvanic action or corrosion by painting contact surfaces with bituminous coating or 
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by other permanent separation as recommended by sheet metal manufacturer or 
cited sheet metal standard.

1. Coat concealed side of uncoated-aluminum sheet metal flashing and trim with 
bituminous coating where flashing and trim contact wood, ferrous metal, or 
cementitious construction.

2. Underlayment: Where installing sheet metal flashing and trim directly on 
cementitious or wood substrates, install underlayment and cover with slip 
sheet.

C. Expansion Provisions: Provide for thermal expansion of exposed flashing and trim. 
Space movement joints at maximum of 10 feet with no joints within 24 inches of 
corner or intersection.

1. Form expansion joints of intermeshing hooked flanges, not less than 1 inch 
deep, filled with sealant concealed within joints.

2. Use lapped expansion joints only where indicated on Drawings.

D. Fasteners: Use fastener sizes that penetrate wood blocking or sheathing not less 
than 1-1/4 inches for nails and not less than 3/4 inch for wood screws.

E. Conceal fasteners and expansion provisions where possible in exposed work and 
locate to minimize possibility of leakage. Cover and seal fasteners and anchors as 
required for a tight installation.

F. Seal joints as required for watertight construction. Prepare joints and apply sealants 
to comply with requirements in Section 07 92 00 "Joint Sealants."

G. Rivets: Rivet joints in uncoated aluminum where necessary for strength.

3.3 ROOF-DRAINAGE SYSTEM INSTALLATION

A. General: Install sheet metal roof-drainage items to produce complete roof-drainage 
system according to cited sheet metal standard unless otherwise indicated. 
Coordinate installation of roof perimeter flashing with installation of roof-drainage 
system.

B. Hanging Gutters: Join sections with riveted joints or joints sealed with sealant. 
Provide for thermal expansion. Attach gutters at eave or fascia to firmly anchor them 
in position. Provide end closures and seal watertight with sealant. Slope to 
downspouts.

1. Install gutter with expansion joints at locations indicated, but not exceeding, 
50 feet apart. Install expansion-joint caps.
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2. Install continuous gutter screens on gutters with noncorrosive fasteners, 
removable for cleaning gutters.

C. Downspouts: Join sections with 1-1/2-inch telescoping joints. Provide hangers with 
fasteners designed to hold downspouts securely to walls. Locate hangers at top and 
bottom and at approximately 60 inches o.c. Tie downspouts to underground storm 
drainage system using CPVC “boot”, contractor to coordinate with civil documents. 

D. Expansion-Joint Covers: Install expansion-joint covers at locations and of 
configuration indicated. Lap joints minimum of 4 inches in direction of water flow.

3.4 ROOF FLASHING INSTALLATION

A. General: Install sheet metal flashing and trim to comply with performance 
requirements, sheet metal manufacturer's written installation instructions, and cited 
sheet metal standard. Provide concealed fasteners where possible, and set units true 
to line, levels, and slopes. Install work with laps, joints, and seams that are 
permanently watertight and weather resistant.

B. Roof Edge Flashing: Anchor to resist uplift and outward forces according to 
recommendations in cited sheet metal standard unless otherwise indicated. Interlock 
bottom edge of roof edge flashing with continuous cleat anchored to substrate.

C. Pipe or Post Counterflashing: Install counterflashing umbrella with close-fitting collar 
with top edge flared for elastomeric sealant, extending minimum of 4 inches (100 
mm) over base flashing. Install stainless-steel draw band and tighten.

D. Counterflashing: Coordinate installation of counterflashing with installation of base 
flashing. Insert counterflashing in reglets or receivers and fit tightly to base flashing. 
Extend counterflashing 4 inches over base flashing. Lap counterflashing joints 
minimum of 4 inches .

E. Roof-Penetration Flashing: Coordinate installation of roof-penetration flashing with 
installation of roofing and other items penetrating roof. Seal with elastomeric sealant 
and clamp flashing to pipes that penetrate roof.

3.5 WALL FLASHING INSTALLATION

A. General: Install sheet metal wall flashing to intercept and exclude penetrating 
moisture according to cited sheet metal standard unless otherwise indicated. 
Coordinate installation of wall flashing with installation of wall-opening components 
such as windows, doors, and louvers.
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B. Opening Flashings in Frame Construction: Install continuous head, sill, and similar 
flashings to extend 4 inches beyond wall openings.

3.6 CLEANING AND PROTECTION

A. Clean exposed metal surfaces of substances that interfere with uniform oxidation 
and weathering.

B. Clean and neutralize flux materials. Clean off excess solder.

C. Clean off excess sealants.

D. Remove temporary protective coverings and strippable films as sheet metal flashing 
and trim are installed unless otherwise indicated in manufacturers written installation 
instructions.

C. Slip Sheet: Install with tape or adhesive for temporary anchorage to minimize use of 
mechanical fasteners under roof specialties. Apply in shingle fashion to shed water, 
with lapped joints of not less than 2 inches.

3.2 INSTALLATION, GENERAL

A. General: Install roof specialties according to manufacturer's written instructions. 
Anchor roof specialties securely in place, with provisions for thermal and structural 
movement. Use fasteners, solder, protective coatings, separators, underlayments, 
sealants, and other miscellaneous items as required to complete roof-specialty 
systems.

1. Install roof specialties level, plumb, true to line and elevation; with limited oil-
canning and without warping, jogs in alignment, buckling, or tool marks.

2. Provide uniform, neat seams with minimum exposure of solder and sealant.
3. Install roof specialties to fit substrates and to result in weathertight 

performance. Verify shapes and dimensions of surfaces to be covered before 
manufacture.

4. Torch cutting of roof specialties is not permitted.
5. Do not use graphite pencils to mark metal surfaces.

B. Metal Protection: Protect metals against galvanic action by separating dissimilar 
metals from contact with each other or with corrosive substrates by painting contact 
surfaces with bituminous coating or by other permanent separation as recommended 
by manufacturer.

1. Coat concealed side of uncoated aluminum roof specialties with bituminous 
coating where in contact with wood, ferrous metal, or cementitious 
construction.

2. Bed flanges in thick coat of asphalt roofing cement where required by 
manufacturers of roof specialties for waterproof performance.

C. Expansion Provisions: Allow for thermal expansion of exposed roof specialties.

1. Space movement joints at a maximum of 12 feet with no joints within 18 inches 
of corners or intersections unless otherwise indicated on Drawings.
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2. When ambient temperature at time of installation is between 40 and 70 deg F , 
set joint members for 50 percent movement each way. Adjust setting 
proportionately for installation at higher ambient temperatures.

D. Fastener Sizes: Use fasteners of sizes that penetrate wood blocking or sheathing not 
less than 1-1/4 inches for nails and not less than 3/4 inch for wood screws.

E. Seal concealed joints with butyl sealant as required by roofing-specialty 
manufacturer.

F. Seal joints as required for weathertight construction. Place sealant to be completely 
concealed in joint. Do not install sealants at temperatures below 40 deg F (4 deg C).

G. Soldered Joints: Clean surfaces to be soldered, removing oils and foreign matter. 
Pre-tin edges of sheets to be soldered to a width of 1-1/2 inches (38 mm); however, 
reduce pre-tinning where pre-tinned surface would show in completed Work. Tin 
edges of uncoated copper sheets using solder for copper. Do not use torches for 
soldering. Heat surfaces to receive solder and flow solder into joint. Fill joint 
completely. Completely remove flux and spatter from exposed surfaces.

A. Install cleats, anchor plates, and other anchoring and attachment accessories and 
devices with concealed fasteners.

B. Anchor copings with manufacturer's required devices, fasteners, and fastener 
spacing to meet performance requirements.

1. Interlock face and back leg drip edges of snap-on coping cap into cleated 
anchor plates anchored to substrate at manufacturer's required spacing that 
meets performance requirements.

2. Interlock face-leg drip edge into continuous cleat anchored to substrate at 
manufacturer's required spacing that meets performance requirements. 
Anchor back leg of coping with screw fasteners and elastomeric washers at 
manufacturer's required spacing that meets performance requirements.

2. Fabricate curbs to minimum height of 12 inches  above roofing surface unless 

otherwise indicated.
3. Top Surface: Level top of curb, with roof slope accommodated by sloping deck-

mounting flange or by use of leveler frame.
4. Sloping Roofs: Where roof slope exceeds 1:48, fabricate curb with perimeter 

curb height tapered to accommodate roof slope so that top surface of perimeter 
curb is level.

1. Install roof accessories level; plumb; true to line and elevation; and without 
warping, jogs in alignment, buckling, or tool marks.

2. Anchor roof accessories securely in place so they are capable of resisting 
indicated loads.

3. Use fasteners, separators, sealants, and other miscellaneous items as required 
to complete installation of roof accessories and fit them to substrates.

4. Install roof accessories to resist exposure to weather without failing, rattling, 
leaking, or loosening of fasteners and seals.

B. Metal Protection: Protect metals against galvanic action by separating dissimilar metals 
from contact with each other or with corrosive substrates by painting contact surfaces 
with bituminous coating or by other permanent separation as recommended by 
manufacturer.
1. Underlayment: Where installing roof accessories directly on cementitious or 

wood substrates, install a course of underlayment and cover with manufacturer's 
recommended slip sheet.

C. Seal joints with elastomeric or butyl sealant as required by roof accessory 
manufacturer.

3.2 REPAIR AND CLEANING

A. Galvanized Surfaces: Clean field welds, bolted connections, and abraded areas and 
repair galvanizing according to ASTM A 780/A 780M.

B. Touch up factory-primed surfaces with compatible primer ready for field painting 
according to Section 099113 "Exterior Painting."
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C. Clean exposed surfaces according to manufacturer's written instructions.

D. Replace roof accessories that have been damaged or that cannot be successfully 
repaired by finish touchup or similar minor repair procedures.
