1. APPROVAL OF MINUTES

2. UPDATES
a. Sustainability Office: Amber Weaver PAYT & Clean Energy Policy
Ms. Amber Weaver provided a review of projects within Sustainability Office. This update included an
overview of the status of PAYT and the Clean Energy Policy. PED suggested the PAYT item move on to
the Finance Committee and then go back to PED. Ms.\Weaver also gave an update on the events
moving forward on the Clean Energy Policy, including the process to hire a new temporary position and
an overview of a partnership meeting between the City, County and Duke Energy.

Ms. Lough also updated members about an application to a community foundation for a
grant. The grant would help link farmers to city and county owned property. Ms. Lough is requesting
approval of a SACEE letter in support of the grant. Members reviewed the letter and discussed the
grant. Josh O’Connor made a motion to adopt the letter. Torin Kexel seconded. Motion was adopted
unanimously.

a. Revised Duke Energy Letter
