Amy will collaborate with 

               Asheville On Bikes, Girls at Play, Parks and Rec, Connect Buncombe, Trips for Kids, the Humane Society,  

               Brother Wolf, Running Groups and AVL City Schools.  

               b.   New map is coming along.  

               ▪Goat Trails  Mary is going to look into pinning down greenway options on open parcels. 

               ▪Rhododendron Greenway:  

                 a.  Developer agrees to change sewer to build on her side of the creek. 

                 b.  City likely fine with moving fence at the Armory. 

               ▪East Asheville Feasibility: Meeting with Park and Rec, Foundation and Grant.  Fundraiser was held, now 

                 waiting on next steps. 

               ▪Riverfront Re-Development Commission meets in Sept.

planning at on his level.  He stated that typically the city defers to the DOT for transit and greenway.
