
Prevent the Spread of Graffiti. 
●● Graffiti sends the signal that nobody cares,  
attracting other forms of crime to the neighborhood.

●● Graffiti decreases a resident's feeling of safety. Neighborhoods with graffiti 
see a decrease in property values and loss of business growth and tourism.

●● Graffiti drains tax dollars. Funds that could be used for roads, parks, and 
other community improvements, are used instead for graffiti clean up. 

Report Graffiti Incidents. 
●● It shows the perpetrators that the community  
will not tolerate this type of vandalism.

●● It helps law enforcement officers gather information to identify perpetrators.  
The Asheville Police Department enters the information into a database to 
assist with the allocation of prevention and enforcement activities.

●● Law Enforcement officers use collected information  
to determine potential targets. 

Remove Graffiti Promptly. 
●● Prompt removal of graffiti discourages recurrence of vandalism.
●● It maintains the image of Asheville as a safe and beautiful City of Asheville.
●● Graffiti vandals believe their actions harm no one. Quick removal sends the 
message that graffiti is vandalism and damages property. 

Action to Take if Property  
or Business is Tagged. 

●● Report it using the information shared in this fact sheet.
●● Remove it as quickly as possible.
●● Please note that the City of Asheville is currently working with community 
partners to identify resources to help private property and business owners 
remove graffiti on private property.

▶  Step up security 
by removing hiding 
places and improving 
lighting around 
targets.

▶  Organize a 
neighborhood watch.

▶   Install a mural on 
a wall that is tagged 
often.
